TAPE TIPS by MEL SHLANK

For this month®s column I have picked nolse reduction. : -

There arc meny traders who have asked guestions sbout the new DOLEY
units. I will try to be ag brief as possible, and let me say that any
so ealled noise reduction unit will net actually take noise out of
any tape., The DOLBY, CONCORD, TEAC, and other units that are swvailabl.
simply meke it possible to tape something and have the resulting tape
sound ss pure and clean as the program meterial that was fed intc the
tape recordor.

To help understend this, please bear in mind that normally when
vou make a tape, you always add some holse (referred to es tape hiss)
to the program content. This is true no matter what speed you record
at, although the higher the speed the less noise you add. '

Something to be particularly awere of is that any tape that ls
recorded through the use of & noise reduction unit HUST be played baclk
through such a unit, If it is not, the restlting sound will be guite
uppleazant to the ear. :

There =re several unlts avallable whiech cen actually take ndlse out
of a tape when moking coples (dubbing). These units are called rFre-
quency Eaualizers, One of the most pepular of these is made by a com-
pany called IIETROTEC,. This unit, if properly used, can result in the
partial and sometines complete remeval of such objectlonable sounds
as hom and tave hizs.

Te unit iz inserted in the lince between the play=baclk and record=-
ing decks and has five (5) sllde controis which are used to incresse
or decreasze the level of various audio frequencies, ot only does
thiz wlt really work, but it 1ls orly needed during the dubbing pro-
cegs and not during play-back. It is for this reaoson that a frequency
equalizer is so great, You really do rcmove nolses from the tape, and’
the removal iz of the unfesired noiscg from the tope 1ftself is per-
manent and any machine ean be used for play-back without speecisl
pguipment. I must elarify this point somewhat, however. In order to
use o freguency equalizer proporly, you must meke o new copy of the
tape, It is this copy which will have the undesired neoises removed.
The undesired rnoises will gtill be on the original copy.
