TAPE TIPS by HEBEL SELANK 7

This month I shall attempt to give you tips on how to tape from
your radio or btuner, : i

Az many of you know, there are some worthwhile programs being
braodecast on both AM and especially FH stations,

To bezin with, never buy never use a microphone for plek-ups
patch cords are a must and mseke sure that they are in good condition
(this is just good common sense and should apply to all of your taping.
- If you are taping something from a radio that has no output jacl,
you can always, through the use of alligator clips, connect the input
of vour tepe unit to the spesXer leads of the radio., When doing this
yvou must be careful when recording, az a change in the play-back level
of the randio will change the level of the recorded sound on the tape.
Set the wolume on the radlo a2t a comfortable listening level and make
all further sdjustments in level at the tape deck,

If yvour'ktape declk has more than one input for each nhannel, try
experimenting between them., You may find that you will get better
quallty sound from one input as against another input.

In taping from A there is not much to be szaid.  VWhen tapling from
Fii, however, there is much to be considered concerning both the tuncr
and the antemms or sntonmma systen,

Regarding the tuner, many people only lock at the sensitivity fig-
ure sthich is & volue that 1s expressed in micro-volts. The lower The
number of miero-volts, the more sensitive the tuner. Unfortunately,
most people overlook something called selectivity. Selectlvify is
the ability to receive stations that are right noxzt to each other on
the dial., This ls cxpressed in so many db, The higher the number of
db, the better. & typical figurc is 40 to 60 db, but sclectiviiy as
high as 100 db is obktalinable,

Unfortunatelr, although many tuner manufacturers print thelr sen-
sitivity figures (2,0 to 3.0 iz typical and 1,0 is obtainable) most
manufacturers omit the selectivity figure. This, frankly, ls because
the selectivity of many tuners leaves much to be desired. To give you
an exemple of what I am referring to , in ny home I can receive a woak
gignal on a station at 101.1 and there is a very high powered loecal
station at 101.3 with other weal stations 2t 101.5 and 101.%. With
many tuners, only the station a% 101.3 can be heard. With one of ny
tuners, althouzh I can recelve the sbation at 101.9, I still cannot
rcet the other two (2), With my very best tuner, however, I am able to
listen to and can cnjor all of the stationz both in mono and aterec.
fis you ecan no doubt see from thie example, the selectlvlity figure of
3 tuner is extremely important, althoush it is frequently omitted; and
when it is omitted, you can safely sssume that it is poor (low).

When taping off the air, ineidently, always make sure that the ftunel

ig switehod to mono vnless the prozran content you are recordling is in
stereo, You moy help to eliminate some interference thisz way.

There are many zood tuners that one can choose froms but perhaps
the best buy for the money is the AR TUNER which sells for 210, I
can get it for you for $175 should you desire one and have trouble
obtaining 1it.
