Theee tapes are subjected to all kinds
of magnetic and electric fields as they are manufactured, slit,
paaeed on to us, and sent through the malle to you. By the time you
get them, they can have gotten some pretty weird sounds on them,
many in such a frequency range that most tape recorder erase heads
can't erage all the sound...Fred Dickey says..When you bulk erase a
tape don't turn the power on and off but keep it on durlng the op-
eration. E _asing one track while recording on the other will give a
higher nolse level beczuse the erasing track 1s recording at the
game time the inherent nolse in the recorder.

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1972 with those made in the 30'a...In 1926 Leo Fitzpatrick {The
Kaneza 0ity Nighthavk) whe became menager of WJEH in Vetrolt persaaded
Fr. Coughlin to experiment with Padio as & Tand-raieing medium. For
Tour years he gave Sunday scrmons to-children, without sipgnificent
puablico peaction. Then, d4n 1930, when he injected politics and econ-
oiice into his gcermons, he atiracted & iarge following. =t that tise
he formed the Radlo League of the Little Flower...iuch of his mail
brought contributions, and he bought time on a lé-stetion B3 network
which ultimately grew to zn ad hoc 4P-station hookup after Co3 eased
hilm of'T the air hecause of listener complaints. His depnumciation of
the ‘menace of Hoover brought him a million congratulatory letters. by
1536 he had abandoned his eariiler support of the New Deal and had
gcalled Pranklin Hoosevelt a’'lisr which preécipitated s censure Trom th
Pove. e began pdbllehing 3ocial Justice and formed a politiesl =zeot-
ion group which was anti-3eaitle, anti-Hooeevelt, and pro-Faocist.

He denounced Eddic Cantor and Bernerd Baruch &s America's 2 most dan—
gerous Jews...By 1938 Father Coughlln, the radic priest vas speniding
half a million dollars & year for radio time. But scveral stations
then ferfused him the time.becsuse of hls anti-Sexitie campeaigns and
the florid rhetoric which had meke the priest nationslly - faméus had
become an embarrassment to many broadcasters. In 1940 Fr. Coughlin
announced that he hud abandonad his-plansg for a new series of redio
talks and gaild that 'mem powerful in the field of radlio and other
activites had ferced the decigion upon mes..speaking at a retirement
ceremony for a Michigan county sheriff 15 Pecember, 1972, the radio
prieat of the 30's who had warned the country sgalnst the "denace of
Hoover" and who ahd called FDR a llar, lashsd out against critice of
Pregident Nizon. Sald Fr. Soughlin, "We have only one presidfiet at a
time and we should ehpport him."
