From February,l1947 to September,1947,
reports from the A.C.Neilsen Co.which con-
ducts norwich's market studies,clearly
showed that THE FAT MAN radio program had
considerable effect in boosting Pepto-Bismol
consumer sales. An increasc of 13% was re-
ported for 1947 over an equivalent sales
period in 1946.

There were many fine reports about
the "Fat Man" himself-J. Scott Smart or
Jack as he was known to his friends.These
reports appear to be deserved because he
was a well-known actor with a wealth of
experience on the radio,stage and in films.
Her entered show business and appeared on
the stage 1in many roles including a feat-
ured part in "THE PIRATE" (with the Lunts),
and A BELL FOR ADANO.

The writers who
do the scripts are top-notch.The chief
SCript writer is Richard 'Duke' Ellington
who does approximately half of the scripts.
In addition to his weekly chore,'Duke’
spends much of his time writing mysteries
and has authored several best sellers.
another writer,Lawrence Klee,writes for
Hollywood as well as for Norwich.

"Our casts include the best available
radio actors and actresses. Betty Garde,
who often supports 'The fat Man' played
a featured role in the recent Jimmy Stewart
film-Call Northside 777. Linda Watkins is
a4 stage and radio star. Ed Begley shuttles
between New York and Hollywood;he was last
seen in 'Boomerang' and has several more
films due to be released soon.Paul Stewart

"Actress Vicki Vola,seen in many Broad-
way shows and heard on many radio broad-
casts including the feminine lead in Mr.
District Attorney, and Ed Begley,radic and
screen actor who is radio's 'Charlie Chan'
have appeared on many of the Fat Man broad-
casts.

"The program is the creation of one of
America’s foremost mystery writers,Dashiell
Hammett,author of The Maltese Falcon,The
Thin ggﬁfand many other thrillers.Most of
us enjoyed the highly popular series of
Thin Man movies,starring William Powell,
Myrna Loy,and their dog Asta.Students of
the theatre believe that The Fat Man
is an even better character than The Thin
Man ,and predict that these stories will
be dramatized on the screen soon.

DFTECTIVE'S_CORNER

Since our last column,we have heard inumerable new detective and mystery shows-
enough to fill several columns and so we only present a few of them following and
hope to review the others in a later column. One of the most interesting is the CAMPBELL
PLAYINOUSE of 11/21/39-THE MURDER OF ROGER ACKROYD starring Orson Welles in the dual
roles of Hercule Poirot and the Doctor/narrator of the story.In view of the recently
released Poirot story on film=MURDER ON THE ORIENT EXPRESS-a comparison of the Poirot
characterizations is interesting[being somewhat biased,we opt for Welles although he is
not at his best throughout the story]. Other new Welles material include two SHADOW
broadcasts from the 1937-38 season[the only season
The shows are:CAVERNS OF DEATH and DEATH UNDER THE CHAPEL. Another newly circulating
SHADOW Broadcast (starring Bret Morrison) is THE BEAST OF DARROW HOUSE 3/9/48. An
interesting aside on the subject of the SHADOW is that Mr.Welles recently mentioned that
THE SHADOW was the only show which he did transcribed in advance-the others all being done
live at the time of broadcast. He doesyindeed ,remember this vividly due to the fact that
during a very "personal moment” (to paraphrase Mr. Welles),he heard the radio boom out
that THE SHADOW KNOWS!!! followed by his cackling-type laugh which he used to open the pro-
gram. In fact,he mentioned further,that the SHADOW's laugh was the most difficult part of
the program for him to do and that he initially had a "stand-in" do it for him until
he was coached into doing this properly.The openings to his broadcast were certainly
more distinctive than that of his successors in the role and for that reason,anyone
who is aware of this distinction would question the fact that the SHADOW opening which
was played at the recent American Film Institute's tribute to Welles,can find it
questionable that it was from one of Welles' shows(we thought it was the voice of Bret

Morrison) .

The late Jack Benny would hardly be considered for mention in this section but
we recently encountered him in a gquasi-detective role in the LUX RADIO THEATRE's
presentation of 9/26/38-SEVEN KEYS TO BALDPATE* in which he plays the lead assisted
by Mary Livingston and Cecil B. DeMille in-a dramatic role as well.[ed.note-does anyone
know if this was DeMille's only dramatic appearance on that proq’ram?].fhe show = was
specially adopted for Jack and Mary(who play themselves)
the guest appearance at mid-show of the great contemporary violinist,Efrem Zimbalist.
Another LUX drama of great interest was that of 6/8/36-THE THIN MAN* This was the pro-
gram's second show to originate from Hollywood and showed much production value with
a supporting cast of 20 Actors,many Hollwood luminaries anounced to be in the audience
(of course you could never be sure they were there on radio) and the host was W.S.
"Woody" Van Dyke-the director of THE THIN MAN. The only criticism would be that the
show,with Powell and Loy,is toobrief and one wishes for more.

in the well-done ,but little acclaimed seies,CRIME CLASSICS,some new titles have app-
eared including the pilot and first show:THE CRIME OF BATHSHEBA SPOONER 6/15/53 about
the first woman executed for murder in the U.S. The series was written by the team of
Mort Fine and David Friedkin and directed by Elliot Lewis. The same show and almost the
same cast was later used by the same group in an unsuccesful TV pilot for the series
about 1959.0ther new tities circulating from the series are:JEAN BAPTISTE TRAUTMAN,KILLER
