"If I or other people who invest money to pay fees to actors,
writers, directors, etc. have the right to produce and market cer-
tain radio shows, what right does anyone else have to market and re-
tain total revenue derived from these shows. This is cazlled unfair
cgmpetition, steeling, or plracy. This started when AFR3 got permis-
sion to rebroadcast thousands of radio shows. After the war anyone
could have as many of these discs as they wahted. Many began selling |
these. ghows on tape. We have vermission to market several of these
grows now. We have licensed various companles to market albums and
cagsettes of our shows. They are for limited use (no rebroadcasts).
Fees are pald to the actors union invblved and to us for the use of
Fhe shows...We went to court under a 'restraint of trade! accusation
in 1978. A company was selling our shows without persassion. We won
the cese and the unlicensed company is now operation with us. There
are gtill 4 or 5 companies who market ours and other shows to radio
stations.
