This suamer I will be dividing my time between
the tape recorder, the plano, and taking my chlildren for swimaing lessons.
I have gotton some interesting response to last month's newslebter, moat
of it favorable. I still need more information about yourselves, what
you are doing, family, ete. Enclosed is the first page of a rather lengthy
want list. I haven't seen any of these programs listed but perheps you
heve. If you have the time to go thrcough 1¢ and losate any of them it
would be sappreciated.

Rating vrograms, =t best, is a difficult job. Each trader has
their own way of rating programs. Often they usgse techniques other traders
use. The main problem is that & program thet is very listenable to one
reraon may not be to ancther. Often this is due to & more eriticsl ear
or more sophisticated equioment. Some, like Roger Hill, give & very de-
teiled rating, noting &ll the imperfections. Others like mysgelf do noct
rate each program but do note sgerious imperfections. Most, I thing fall
in between. I'm going to review my reting proeedures and slac meniion
the different tyves of listening problems:

if thefe is no pvroblem mentioned next %o one of my programs 1t
neans that it 1s very listenaolie and can be understood without strain,
Seme problemg I've found are noted below with abbreviations I use:

- bagaey: Often this ¢an be corrected when listening by giving
it more treble. IT severe 1%t is noted on my llsting.

B -~ mffled: When this occurs you ean't understend the program
well at all no matter how you manioulate the tone
eontrol. This 1s noted.

h - hum: If glight and doesn't interfere with the listening it

is not noted. Otherwisze it is.

hi - higg: Noted only if severe.

f - fast: This can’'t be changed unless you have & variable gpeed
recorder or devise ascme technique of changing the speed
of your recorder. This is noted.

a2 - slow: Seme “8 above. I've found this very prevalent in soame
of the Jack Benny Jello series of 1938,

X talk - cross %talk (background talx from poor erasure, interfer-
enge from another station on rebroadcasts): Noted if very
noticeable.

84 - squeal or whistle: This heppened to me when I first started

dubbin: due to poor vaitchcord conneetions. This is noted.
p-viercing (Tinny, raspy, harsh): This is the type of sound that
goes right through your skin, 1ike scratehing a black~
board. This is noted.

overmod-cvermodulated: When this happens your voluame level danges
all arocund and the sound is often distorted.

LISTENING AND LISTING: As I mentioned once before I spot cheeh
all programs before listing them. As I listen to them I record the essen-
tial inforsmation in 2 notebosk arranged alvhabetlesally by first letter only.
I note the reading on the tave counter at beginning and ends of prograns:
and put the numbers on the eards in the tave box. I number the boxes and
sards and record this; fiotlng who sent each box for future reference.

Pecple 1igt their programs different ways. “ome do it by reel snd
aowe alphabetically like myself. Some do 1t by type of program. Sose
lists ere extremely detalled such as the ones made by Chuck Schaden inéd Harry
Sova. Others are fairly detailed 1like mine. Others give just the program.
On my ligting I note number of program, title, dessription {ineludirg guests,
date, ete.), product, network, time and day progra;m wag on, length of tiame
of ovrogram (22 min. programs are listed 25 min., 28 ain. Prograns ar e
listed 30, ete.), and reel number. Some problems in listing descriplions
is that some nrograms have no titles end the trader makes his own ¢:serip-
tion. Because this san vary £or the game progras duplieations arige, Some
gdifficult preograms to deseribe are Qur sisgs Brooks, ‘angbasterss Fibber-Me~
e, Gunsmoke. Besause most nrograms fall short of 30 ninutes, eupec~
12lly if commercials sre deleted, it is often wise to inelude more pro-
gramg than you want (7 hours for a 6 rour order). In this way some 15 min-
ute programe ean be useq as fillers. #Host traders try %o fill mr the tape.
On bsnd oroprams and quiz vrograms, etc. I 1list the first song, . oke %o helio
identify the vrogram. I aleo separete orograms sbout radio (LP'Y, TV, etc.)
from my regular 1ist in most cases. I note in gy listings if a Jrogram is
from a'commercial dise if I know it 1s. 4Also if 1% is tapeddirectly foom
& disc I note it. A (%) notes & Brogram the% has gone through 7 or less
tape recorders., This is difficult to know unless the listing you are
ordering froa makes some pote of this. I always have & correction section
in mach supplement. While.thie is bothersome 1t contains changes in ratings,
more informatlon about & progrem, wrong info, etec.
