Leo Rosenberg at KDKA, Pittsburgh became the first radio news
vircadecagster of record in 1920. Other eariy newsmen and radio columnists
were Mark Hawley, Frank Singiser, Gabriel Heatter, Boake Carter, Walter
Winchell, and John B. Kennedy. By 1935 news, sports, and weather reports
accounted for about 8% per cent of network broadcasting time. All news
rrcadcasts were live until 1937 when NBC broadcast a transcribed descrip-
Sicn of the Hindenburg Zeppelin crash on May 6, 1937. Herbert Morrison
wag”the Chicago announcer whose voice wag heard. Radio sometimes went to
elaborate extremes to cover an event. "For the inauguration of President
