THE TAPE DECK: OPENINGS AND CLO3INGS: There are some SUSPENSE and

ESCAPE as well as 'some other programs in which some people are home-
dubbing openings and closings. Personally, I would prefer a program
minus the signatures than one in which someone homedubbed an opening
from another program, especially if his voice 1s heard announcing the
program. Also if signatures are missing or chopped up it ghould be noted
in your catalog

TIME: How to speed up or slow down a program has been mentioned
ceveral times. How do you know IF a program is off-speed. Une way is

to check the NBC chimegs (G E C). The first 2 chimes on most 3¥SFENSE
is G flat F. Know the correct keys of the theme ‘songs. These are good

ways 1f you are musical. Others of you are good at voices and can tell
if the voices are high or low. The obvious way is to listen and time

the program. & 30-minute program with everything should last about 30
minutes. ThHe same is true for a complete 25 or 15 minute program. B
a 30 minute show ig 27 minutes from opening signature to closing &air-
check the speed is off. You cen ecstimate the speed another way. Bun a
1200 foot reel at 74 checking the counter readings every 2% minutes.
This will give you five-minute readings at 3 3/4. By noting the count-
er reading at the start and close of a show a good approximation can
be given. You can do the same for an 1800 foot reel. ‘

TITLES: Some things bear repeating each month. I recently no-
ticed some JACK BENNY edifted programs making the rounds. sabout 2% of,
thege appeared about a year ago. Hecently 1t appeared others were found.

Unfortunately the descriptions were poor. Instead of describing the
important theme of the program just the ooening item was mendioned.

It appeared that several were duplicates of programs better described.
Relist such programs as GUN3MOKE, OUR MISS BACOKS, the edited JACK
BENNY, soap overas so' that duplication by collectors will be kept to
a minimum. : : :

DOUBLESPEEDING: Ray 3tanich szys: I don't think double-speed
dubbing is worthwhile., One must have heads and amplifiers capable of
twice the bandwidth for twice the speed. #lso required are special

_equalizers. Even voice programs have some background music which suffers
with just double-speeding. Tom Rockey says: If you double—-speed be sure
you are-using a machine with 110KC Bias. If your machine is a 67KC '
machine yony tapes w!ll havwe vory oxcessiye whistlae. This is because



a 67,000 tone becomes a 33.5 thousand cycle tone at 3 3/4. You can't hear
the 33.5 KC tone but you will hear its overtones. That's what makes the
whistle many collectors have been complaining about and not the brand

of tape thay're using. You can have & similar problem if your manhine

is not biased for the tape you uses This is difficult with the tape on
grey plastic reels because sometimesg as many as 5 different tapes are
used in one reel. Coorporations do fast-speed dub but theie machines

are very elaborate and sophisticated.

SPECIAL HANDLING: Don Boates recommends using special handling
_on your tapes, especially if they are going over 250 miles.

BOXES: Ellen Robinson suggests writing to Saxitone Tape Sales,
1776 Columbia Rd, NW Washington, DC 20009for inexpensive tape boxes.

TAPE: Ellen Robinson isn't using CONCERT any more. She and others
have noticed a high degree of dropout. Her recent suppleaent is a8
usual very attractively printed. Tom Rockey will soon not accept that
infamous tape on the grey plastic reels generally sold as CONCERT, 3HaM~
ROCK, EMERALD, CLSON, and several others, although each seller claims
that the tape is made exclusively for us. This tape does contailn splices.
In fact sometimes you will even find a black exide tape spliced to a
brown oxide tape. Quite naturally a difference in output level will be
noticed, more so if the splice happens to come in the middle of, & .pro—-
gram. This tape is not permanently lubricated and * (Tom Rockey) have
worn out Ampex heads to prove it. You can find as many &s five different
tape types being sold in the same box. 3ome alternatives are Dak Tape,
Box 69920, West Hollywood, Cal 90069 and 3cotch tape being sold by
Bob Welgh, Bond Rd, Harrison, Ohio which he gets from & religious broad-
casting station...Don Boates says: I've been using DAK but it is not very
clean, at least the 1light brown oxide is. DaK claims to Dbe splice frec
but it is not. I just happened to see the splices, put they are so well
done they would otherwise go unnoticed. DAK gives you more than enough
tape on the reel and offers some plastic boxes for 15¢ each.

Does &ll this confuse you? Mel Shlank is offering several brands
of tape at low prices. The last page of this newsletter gives the infor-
mation.

The topic thik month is cataloging: First; I think all catalogs
should be uniform in size: Most oOf 48 mimeograph our gtuff on 8 by 11
pages that can fit into a 3-ring binder. Those who can afford the fancy
off-get printing should try to have the catalog measure 8 by 11 when
opened at the center spread so it can still be punched and inserted
in a binder. Also leave a margin on the left hand side so that your code-
numbers aren't destroyed when it has been punched, I've done this to
meny cataloge only to find out that i've punched out the code numbers.

~ Unsure of a date on a particular show? bLeave it blank in your
catalog so it can be filled in at a later date. Update your catalog .
with supplements including dates for programs. I've since located many
dates, some with Jay's help, and have discovered at least one place
where I have an hour show listed as 30 minutes. 8o, do take time to
meke a corrections page from time to tome. Checks other catalogs for
dates....Make an introductory page to your catalog telling what speeds,
tracks, machines you use, mailing information, and what you can accommo-
date as well as how soon you can dub. This saves the person getting your
catalog all the trouble of writin g back to ask the information that
you could have put on your title page. When you mail out a tape to a
friend put in a small file~card stating your name, the date you made
the tape. List what is on each track or side and the date or title of
each episode. #lso put next to it your catalog number so the recipient
can refer back and check the program off in pout catalog that it has
been received. A good system I've seen is what I call the double-number
system.lor the decimal system. A show may be llsted 1ln & catalog as
78.276. This 1s program 76 on reel 276.(For those of you like me who
gut reel numbers at the end of the program, this might be a good 1idea.
hen the trader must put the reel number-ed) ‘o
~ Newcomers often find it difficult and expensive to start a col- :
lection. Joining a round robin is one way, except some who have started
this have experienced reels being kept along the wag.(snother way 1is
for the bigger collector to request one program. He will then redub it
and send back 2 or 4 hours on that reel. Since you will run off a reel
you know is good it will only cost postage and take little time on your
part. It also leads to good public relations~ed). If you are in the
round robin busliness please let me know.

I've said i1t before and I'11 say it a%ain~those
who have been lucky enough to obtain original transcriptions \even
AFRS records) are not helping the hobby by dubbing these at home on the
windup phonograph, on your new Hi-Fi stereo, or by dropping your thumb
nail into a groove and taping the sound as it comes out from under
your armpit. It will not work. For verification, call the engineer of
your local radio station and ask him. lhese transcriptions were made
especially for radio station equipment and must be played back on them.
If you have discs in your possession, please have them dubbed properly
at your local station. Everyone suffers by releasing them with poor
