: ; HE LONE RANGER : ‘

The Lone Ranger written by Fran 3triker and starring Earle Graser
was one of the most popular programs reaching 20 million people 3 times
each week over 140 station...The production is owned by John King and
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George W. Trendle, both from Detroit. John King by 1929 owned over 20
movie theaters. Trendle gstarted as a lawyer and came to specialize in
_movle contracts and leases. after joining XKing in 1929 they sold their
- theaters to Paramount and bought, ¥WXYZ, a Columbia outlet. Trendle dif=-
fered with Columbia's policy and removed the gtation from their hold.
Slmost immediately he began loging money with his independent station.
Hig experience with the public, however, pald off...Trendle used the
following criteria in developing this program: He realized that the pro-
gram should use drame and that the cost of youngsters drama is less
~eXpensive. He then decided on a western atmosphere rather than crime.
From here he decided to use a mature actor and that the setting should
be of an early setting. Trendle pictured hig hero as bheing & composite
of all of the good virfiues of Robin Hood and Vouglas Fairpanks in
The Mark of Zorro. In December of 1932 he began discussing hig ideas
with his studio starff. Togethsr they decided on & white horse. the de-
cision for the character's name arose when Trendle saw his hero as a
sort of lone operator, maybe evem & former Texas ranger. thus the name
' The Lone Ranger...Their first radio premium was a replica of the gil-
ver shoes that the white horse wore...From here Trendle called Strixger,
a producer who had never been wegt of Michigan. Hisg only knowledge came
from a great uncle who had served drinks to Mark Twain and “ret Harte
in Nevada...S8triker envisioned the Lone fanger &s being just slightly
taller than six feet and weighing around 190 pownnds. The silver shoes

- reminded Striker of a former series in whaich he had identified Robin

Hood by silver tipped arrows so he gave the nanger silver bullets and

I wish to thank all of you that took the time to write to me

after my first article on tape, As I saild in the first article,

I do not consider myself an expert on tape but I have learned -

too often this tape is sold as being top quality tape where-as in
real by moelt O6Ff the time it 15 of exXtremely poor quality, being
elther reject tape, computer tape, reject video tape or in some
cases reject tape that has been rejected by others as beine boo
boor in quality., Some chains will purchase this rejected reject
tape and sell it irrregardless. !

If there is a brand of tape that you have secen quite a bit of but
do not see listed here, you may pretty safely ossume that 1t g

a Phouse or private® label, and not a good quality nation-wide
brand., ;

ANPEX is one of the oldest manufacturers in the world. They make

a complete line of tapes in all sizes and types (reel to reei,
cassette and 8 track), They also manufacture tape in several
qualities including the new Low loise tapes, I feel safe in say-
Ing that any reel of the tope that bears the ALPEX name is a coods o
buy. Their prices are reasonable but its availability is not,
Discounting of this brand is rare, ‘

AUDIO-MAGNETICS is a company that has been manufacturing tape for
several years, Until recently, their quality was poor and their
distribution was not too wide spread., A little less than a year .
ago they were purchased by the lattel Toy Company and their dis-
Tribution was increased tremendously, Unfortunately little has
been done about their quality control as far as I can tell and

the quality of their tape goes from one extrene to the other, Their
‘prices are very low and their line is fairly extensive although
they do not make 8 traek tapes as yetl,  They do nmake 'a iow Noise
bape which is available both on reel to rcel and on cassette, They
also make a conventional cassette tape as well, I do not recon-
mend this tape unless price is your prine mover. There is no list
price for their tape and therefore its price varies widely,




. AUDIO-TAPE is one of the larzest and best manufactures of tape in
the world, Like ANPEX they manufacture all types of tape and sell
it in all possible configurations, Their quality is excellent and
their price is high. Not too many places sell this excellent bran
but if you shop around you can buy it at a discount, »

BASF 1s the oldest mamufacturer of magnetic tape in the world, This
fine Gernan based tape is sold through-out the world and is consid-
ercd by wany to be one of the two finest tapes made in the world

today, Basically all that I said about AUDIO-TAPE also applies here.

CAPITOL is for my money the best tape in use for dubbing old radio
programs on, Its cost although higher than AUDIO-MNAGNETICS,SHAIROCK
or CONCERT is much lower than the other well known name brands,For
instance we sell it at $51.85 for an 1800 foot reel of polyester, <
even less in largc quantities. Its quality as far as I an concerned
is excellent and I can honestly say that I have never had a bad
reel, I have used this brend nyself for trading purposes exclusive=
1y for over six months and have had oxcellent results, I have even
taped material directly off of my Fli tuner (both music and prograns)
and am quite happy with i1t, This brand is sctually owned by AUDIO-
TAPE and they clainm that it 1ls thelr way of capturing the medium
price marlktet, Their packaging although simple is quite attractive
and I carmot say enough about this brand, It is available 1ln the
popular sizes and lengths. They also make cassette and 8 track tapes
and they too are excellent. You may have trouble finding this brand
as not too many places carry it although those that doysell it ouf
alwo=st a8 fast aa they get it in, . :

- CONCERT tape is the house brand of the Radlo Shack organization and
its quality ranges from poor down., It 1s extrenely erradic as to
sound quality, oxide shedding, length { very frequently is short),
width and just about any other quality that affects tape, Its price
is cheap and you get what you pay for, I do not reccomnend this to
anyone for any use, Some reels of it are so bad that they can ruin
your heads if used nmuch.

DAK iz a brand name which stands for the owner of the company that
sells the tape :Drew Allen Kaplan., According to DAK, its tape 1is

tape that has been used only once by “a large tape user® and then
cleaned, demagnetized and repacked for gole at a very ilnexpensive
price, It ils claimed to be spllce-free althouzh I have been told

by a person that has used 1t that 1s does have splices which have
been expertly made, I have written to Ir. Kaplan aslting him for sonme
explicit details about his tape but he never answerecd my letter or
sent me the samples that I asked for. I cammot in all good consclence
recommend this tape although I do have an open nind towards it,

EMERALD is identiecal to SHAMROCK tape, The only difference is that

 where-as SHAMROCK is distributed by TRISH, BMERALD is distributed
by the AMPEX divigion 'of the AMPEX company. See IRISH for more

details. 5 ;
