Trendle first broadcast his program unannounced late one evening. The

first episode has the Lone Banger riding off laughing at the wrong do-
ers. ITrendle decided that this should be gxpressionless from then on.

~ The office starff disliked the eagstern dialect. Trendle differed here
and the dislect remained, He also decided not to put the program on the
alr until a blocking of fifteen programs had been accumuleted..,The next
problem of the seried was to give the Hanger someone to talk to. Stri-
‘ker thought back and remembered & seriel he made with a semi-—savage
called Gabo. From this Striker came up with the name cf Tonto, which
belonged to the Potawatomi Indian tribe of nicnlgan...lonto didn't ap-
pear untlil the tenth program. *he response was slow. iho o is unbil.
Trendle offered to give away a free pop gun to the firat 200 people to

write in. The offer was made on May 16: .2 days later Irendle announced
'that the guns were exhausted. On Sat., Iy days later, he urged people not
to write. When everything had settled, 24,905 letters had been received.
The FPost Office said that this was uhe 1argest response and that the
program had only been excelled by a coast to coast hookup of Father
Coughlin. The Lone Ranger was barely audible outside Michigan. 7 other
stations had taken the program as well...Trendle wanfted to make gure

of his program's populariﬁy goiiin the summer of 1988 he apbanood for &
public appearance: of the lene Rangel on Selle Isle near Uetroit. He

felt that if he received an audience of 20,000, Trendle could receive
suonsorship for His program., The aaaienﬂc totaled 70,000. The situation
became so dangerous that the police had %o apDEal ‘to the Lone Hanger
himself to restore order. The Lone Ranéer wag never to make another
public appearance. The first sponsor was olchrcup Bread. 1he first com-
mercial braodcast wag on Nov 27, 1934. From here the nucleus of the Mu-
tual BPOddC&Stlng system, WXYZ, WGH, and WOR began broadcasting the
geries. In Jan, 1937 the Pacific COaSt received the program over the

Don Lee system. That April the Yankee and: ‘Goloriial networks were added.
