In the early years the program wae live originating from WXYZ. It
was not until February of 1938 that the program was transcribed. In
1939 the program was half live end half transcribed, dependlng on loca-
tion, for the progrem was aired in Ontario, Hawaii, and New Zealand. The
program heard each bMonday, Wed, and Friday was done live 3 times gach
night. The reason was the change in time. It was heard each night at
7:30 in 211 time zones...Trendle wanted everything to be as real as pos-
giblée go he would have the actors jog to give the proper cadence. when
dismounting the actors actually swung thelr legs and grunted as they
landed. When one was knocked out an actor would literally fall on the
floor...0One of the best aspects of the program were 1ts asound effects,
particularly that of a gun shot which many stations had great dif-
figulty in imitating. The mikes simply could not even handle & cap
pistol. The sound men on the Lone Ranger used & cane hit against &
leather cushion. The men were known for their diligence in perfeclting
gound. In one instance they snhent an hour trying to discower the pro-
per sound for horses falling from & cliff into & river.
