At home these scenes were sizple to conjure up, for with a little

bit of stimulation from the sound effects man and some suggestions .

from the seript, out imaginations created thig world effortlessly.

that was being told to the listener? What did he see when the villain
was hurled over the thousand foot cliff to hisg death and his dying
geream of terror faded away to a chilling silence?...Comedy programs,
gt cogrse, wclied on Uhe precencel of an Jgudience. Bada Wyan diccovercd
this when his early programg left him exbausted but without the fegl-
Ing of satisfaction that came from a pood job well done. Audiences were
forbidden near a microphone until Ed Wynn had the sound-proofing glass
removed so that he ' could react to the crowd. From then on, the presence
of an audience wag vital to many comedy shows. There were comedy shows,
nevertheless, which succeeded without the gtimulating laugh from the
audience. These showg, houcveirr., Gended te be more dramatic in nature
than comic. The laughs ceme from the ‘gituation rather than from straight
1 inec, ‘ : t ' :

Dramatic programs were not reszlly sulted to presentation before an

audience. Heality had & horrible habit 0f obfusecation fanbesy for those
who were there. The stage would be cluttered with chairs in unudual -
positions., The orchestra would be set off to one side of the atage,
and in one cormer, an oblong black box sbout the size of an upright
plano would obstruct the audience’s view of what was happening behind
1t. And rightly so, for this was the sound console with several turn-—
tables on 1t, samusic stand beside 16 for the script,. and behind el
thig were peanes of glass with a little hammer nearbym a bucket of
water, and a door frame with a wooden door on one side and a car door
onn the other. But these were oubt|-of sight of most of the audience. Be~
hind the glass window along one wall of the stage, people would sit
hunched over another consgole, oblivious of the «ction that occurred on
Fhe stage...What action was there on stage? Well, for the most part,
it congisted of actors rising from their chairs to approach a miko,
or to return to their séats &fter they had read their lines. Everyone
clutched a sheaf of legal size paper Fledly o one Hoand s heldipp it
aloft as they,passedlone-another to avoid dropping or rattling it. The:
