The big news thi year in radic drama is the appearance of the CBS RADIO NYSTERY
THEATZR, Their logo trademark can be seen at the above right({courtesy of CES RADIC),
The series,broadcast seven nights a week,is heard at different times in most parts
of the country-the times varying with loeal station commitments. However,much of
their programming to date has been exeentionally gocd, Our main critieism of the show
is that some of the broadcasts would have been far better in a half hour forma but
] their being drawn out to a full hour is a bit too protracted. Two half hour dramas
back~to-haek would be far hetter,
Afficianades of vintage radio can vonder nostalgically the lineup of well-known
radioc actors who have thus far appeared in the mystery dramas-Agnes Moorehead,Mason
| Adams,Bret Morrison,3antos Ortega,Iap Martin(who has also seripted somes of the shows),
j Larry Haines as well as many others who are well-remsmbersd. In addition,there are many
| established performers who have acppeared whose mames are new to this medium. While
the acting of most is quite good, some of them have seemed less than familiar with the
particular needs for radio drama, The host,Mr E.G.Marshall,vpossibly deserves better
than to be expected to emulate the "Raymond"” who hosted INNER SANCTUM(If they wanted
Raymond,why not get the original-Raymord Edward Johnson who is alive and well and
almost certainly awvailable), His effectiveness in that position would probably be
enhanced were hs permitted to dewvelop his own personal styls,

Due to the long period since our last column,our commentary in this section will be
somewhat exterded, First on our list of new detective shows in cireulation are thres
SHERLOCK HOLMES broadecasts starring John Stanley as Holmes, They are: THE CASE OF KING
PHILLIP'S GOLDEN SALVER 2/29/4%,THE CASE OF THE MISSING HEIRZSS 1Gf5f4?, and THE COPPER
BEECEES 11/2/47, The scripting on all was dones by Edith Meiser and they are long on the
process of detection and short on wiclence, The acting is good and Stanley sounds so
similar to Basil Rathbone that the late South African actor's friends refused to believe
Hathbone's denlals that he contimied in the role, Of equal interest is the faet that
an example of Tom Corway's interpretation of that master detective is now available:

TEE ADVENTURZ UF THE INNOCENT MURDERESS 6/30/47, The criticism of Conway by contempo-
raries that he was “subsarvient" to the character of Dr, Watson played by ligel Bruce
(who had continued in the role for a year after Rathbone left) does not seem to be well
founded if this show reflects accurately the others of this season,

Dashiell Hammett fans may délight te:heéar' several of the shows based on his hooks
are alse newly in circulation., Foremost among them is the SUSPENSE broadeast of 1/10/48
which was a full 60 minute SAM SPADE adventure-THE KANDY TOOTH KAPER(sic), The script,
written by EDGAR ALLEY POE MYSTERY AWARD winners Bob Tallman and Jason James,is at the same
time 2 sequel to and a parody of THE MALTESE FALCON. The characters include Casper Gutman,
Joel Cairo,Wilmer's brother as gurman this time,and a love substitute for the incarcerated
Brigid O'Shaughnessy. In addition,"the Russian," ¥emidov who was only mentioned in the
original, appears as a participant in this broadecast. This is certainly a show to be
recommended as it has just the right balance of spoof and seriousness-we are fortumate
that William Spier was director of hoth programs to havé combined them-for this full
hour show, Other new SAM SPADE shows are THE STOPPED WATCH CAPER L4/10/49 (with secretary
Effie's sister Buffy filling in for her ) and THE FLOPSY ,MOPSY ,AND COTTONTATIL CAFER,in
which Sam suddenly finds he has a partner and a job in which he will wear a biz bunny
costume, Also of intsrest is a new complete U.S. FAT MAN-THE CROOKED HORSE 9/9/46
in which 3rad Runyon finds himsslf involved with spies ard missing plans(which in rood
old PURLOINRD LETTER fashion,are really only a matter of misdirected atiention),

A half how adaptation of Raymond Chardler's short story TROUELE IS MY BUSINESS
provides the story line for an ADVENTURES OF PHILLIP MARLOUWE of 8/5/47 which stars
Van Heflin in the lead role, Heflin is pood in the role he played for that one summer
but he lacks the hard driving delivery of Geradl Mohr who succeeded him in that char-
actarization, New titles featuring Mohr include THE RED WIND, THE OHANGE DOG,THE GOUD
FEIGHBOR POLICY and THE SOUND AND THE UNSOUND,

In the popular ELLERY QUEEN series,new shows include THE ADVENTURE OF THE SINGING
RAT 1/7/43 andTHE ADVENTURE OF THE CIRCUS TRAIN 3/27/43 starring Carleton Young as Ellery
and THE ADVENTURE OF THE SCARECROW AND THE SVOWMAN with Sidrey Smith in the title role.
All are complete network shows with commercials and the ARMCHAIR DTECTIVE feature of
that show, A second show' from the once popular MR CHAMELEON series is now circulating-
THE CASE OF MURDER AND THE MILLION DOLIAR SMILE 4/24/53, Unfortunately,its story line
is so0 similar to the widely cireculated PERFECT MAID MURDER CASE that one who had never
heard the original broadeasts might think there was little variety in the scripting,

From the PURSUIT program,a new show is available with Ben Wright in the lead role of
Inspsctor Peter Black of Scotland Yard(Ted Becorsia played the role in other more common
versions). Wright's portrayal brings a little more nolish to the role than his predecessor,
A secord show in the Green Lama series is im-eirculation: THE IAST DINOSAUR 7/3/49, In it,
Jethro Dumont shows less reliance on his mystic powers for detection than in the previous
example, An example of Wally Maher as Michael Shayne(who preceded Jeff Chandler) DEATH
GOES TO COLLEGE 11/5/46 shows Shayne in a more light-hearted vein than Chandler's very
hard-boiled portrayal. A final show of interst for this month is a new SHATOW(f%om home
~dise)-Club of Poom 12/29/43,
