Well, we never
got a reply from Megadodo Records--but we did hear
from two kind souls who sent us audio tapes of the
original radio series. Basically, the original
radio appearance of HITCH-HIKER was in six half-
hour installments which ran a week apart. It told
of the adventures of Arthur Dent (an Earthman) and
Ford Prefect (from somewhere near Betelgeuse), both
of whom survive the destruction of Earth by hitching
a ride away from the planet. 1It's by Douglas Adams
(a BBC script writer) and it should push the buttons
of most SF fans who don't insist that all SF be
in deadly earnest. Because HITCH-HIKER is unusual
and weird and--above all--funny.
