How was it that America would fund its nascent national radio services? Government control and a
subscription-like model were both considered! But soon an advertising system emerged, leading radio into
its golden age from the 1920s to the early 1960s.

This work, divided into two parts, studies the commercialization of network radio during its golden
age. The first part covers the general history of radio advertising. The second part examines major radio
advertisers from that period, with profiles of 24 companies who maintained a strong presence on the
airwaves. Appendices provide information on 100 additional advertisers, variants that impacted broadcast
advertising, and a glossary. The book is fully indexed.

There was a time when rural comedians drew most of their humor from tales of farmers' daughters,
hogs, hens, and hill country high jinks. Lum and Abner and Ma and Pa Kettle might not have toured happily
under the "Redneck” marquee, but they were its precursors.

In Ain't That a Knee-Slapper: Rural Comedy in the Twentieth Century, author Tim Hollis traces
the evolution of this classic American form of humor in the mass media, beginning with the golden age of
radio, when such comedians as Bob Burns, Judy Canova, and Lum and Abner kept listeners laughing. The
book then moves into the motion pictures of the 1930s, 19405, and 1950s, when the established radio stars
enjoyed second careers on the silver screen and were joined by live-action renditions of the comic strip
characters Li't Abner and Snuffy Smith, along with the much-loved Ma and Pa Kettle series of films. Hollis
explores such rural sitcoms as The Real McCoys in the late 1950s and from the 1960s, The Andy Griffith
Show, The Beverly Hiltbillies, Green Acres, Hee Haw, and many others. Along the way, readers are taken on
side trips into the world of animated cartoons and television commercials that succeeded through a distinetly
rural sense of fun.

While rural comedy fell out of vogue and networks sacked shows in the early 1970s. the emergence
of such hits as The Dukes of Hazzard brought the genre whooping back to the mainstream. Hollis concludes
with a brief look at the current state of rural humor, which manifests itself in a more suburban, redneck brand
of standup comedy.

Tim Hollis is the author of numerous books, including Hi There, Bovs and Girls! America’s Local
Children's TV Programs and (with Greg Ehrbar) Mouse Tracks: The Story of Wall Disney Records.

Preregistration for the day only is $20 if
mailed in advance and $25 if paid at the door for each day. Remember, if you register at the door,
you have to fill out a registration card. If you can’t attend the dinner but wish to stay for the activities
afterwards, the cost is $20 for each night.

The cocktail hour is for dinner guests only. If you come for the day only, but wish to
stay for the cocktail hour and hors d’oeuvres, add $10 to the cost.

PACKAGE PRICES: If you come for all 4 meals (Thursday through Sunday, cost is $191
($181 for seniors). If you come for Thursday through Saturday, cost is $171 ($161 for seniors). If
you come for Friday through Sunday, cost is $147 ($137 for seniors). Make reservations, pay early
and avoid lines at the registration table. Tickets are not sent when you register. They are held at the
door. If you want confirmation that money has been received, please send a SASE or e-mail ad-
dress. It would i send me e-mai anyway. I can send you updated
information easier.

Rooms and Parking

Rooms must be reserved through the Holiday Inn-North 800 number (1-800 Holiday;
1-800 465-4329) OR the web site. Cost of the rooms is $99.99 a day plus daily parking fee of
$15, regardless of the number of days or number of people in the room. A deposit might be re-
quired (by credit card). If you must cancel, you must do it by 6 pm of the day you are arriving.
Rooms should be reserved by September 25th. If you reserve them after that, you will be taking a
chance on availability. If you do not get that rate or better with the 800 number the convention rate
will be honored on your arrival

Cost for daytime guests is $1.00 a car UNLESS at least one person in the group buys food in
the restaurant or bar; then there is no charge.

If you wish to stay at the Howard Johnson, which is also renovated and a half mile from the
Holiday Inn, cost per night should be less. Call the Howard Johnson at 973-344-1500. It is now un-
der new ownership so you may need your own transportation between hotels.

If you wish to stay next door at the Sheraton, call 1-800-325-3535.

Also try the internet. Don’t mention FOTR at first. Don’t forget to try the Sheraton.
Try to share rooms with someone. Mention AARP and/or AAA if appropriate. There may
still be a parking fee if done this way.



Seating
Sit where you wish on Thursday and Sunday. On Friday and Saturday, tables will be num-
bered and will be assigned in advance. Tables sit 10 people. If you wish to reserve a full or partial
table, please let me know in advance with whom you would like to sit. Make sure the people with
whom you wish to sit are coming. A few people gave me a long list of people to choose from. I can’t

do this. All those who register at the door or who have no preference will sit where there is room.
Table reservations must be made in advance. We expect a larger attendance than usual.
