RADIO IS ALIVE AND WELL

Teaneck troupe does classic radio

"I consider myself an old soul, of sorts, someone who identifies with things from bygone eras," says Jeffrey
Muller, 42. The Hackensack resident is producing toni ght's WEDU-FM (89.1) broadcast of "On a Country Road," a
1950 episode of the classic radio series "Suspense," performed by members of Teaneck New Theatre. The radio
drama, which begins at 8:30 p.m., can also be heard on widu.fm.

By "old soul," Muller means a fan of Sinatra, big band, silent movies — all the lost arts of a more innocent
age. Old radio may be the most fun of all.

"This is the theater of imagination," Muller says. "The picture is in your mind. The characters are the way
you picture them. It's totally different than the way another person listening to the same show would picture it."

Muller, 2 member of Teaneck New Theatre since 1994, has been nudging the 22-year-old company toward
yearly broadcasts of the great radio dramas and comedies, with WFDU as coconspirator.

They launched the joint project, in 2006, with an episode of "Suspense"; the following year came an
installment of the comedy series "The Great Gildersleeve."

By now, the whole company, which consists of members from Bergen and Passaic counties, can't wait for
their yearly turn at the microphones.

"Radio is very different," says Carol Campione, 2 Teaneck resident who is a longtime member and current
trustee of the company.

In "On a Country Road," she plays the pivotal role of a hitchhiker — one that husband and wife motorists
(played by real-life husband and wife Ed and Diana Gross of Teaneck) begin to suspect is a serial killer.

"On radio, you can play roles that you could never play on stage," Campione says.

_uf eould never be cast on stage [in this role} because I would never fit the physical description of the :
character. I'm a small person, and this character is a big, strong, hefty woman. You have to convey everything through
your voice."

"Suspense," which ran on CBS radio from 1942 to 1962, is one of the best-remembered classic radio dramas.
Its format anticipated TV's "Alfred Hitchcock Presents"; its tag line "Tales well calculated to keep youin ...
suspense!" was twisted into Mad magazine's signature phrase, "Tales calculated to drive you ... Mad."

Its most famous episode, "Sorry, Wrong Number," starring Agnes Moorehead as a bedridden neurotic who
overhears her own murder being plotted on the phone, became an Oscar-nominated movie (best actress for Barbara
Stanwyck in Moorehead's role), and the generally acknowledged zenith of on-air theater.

"] think the stories on 'Suspense' seem to hold up in time," Muller says. "In this show ['On a Lonely Road1,
if you can get past the fact that there are old references and an old type of car, the story could take place today."

Muller has worn multiple hats — actor, trustee, producer, lighting operator — for Teaneck New Theater,
founded in 1986 and headquartered for the last two years at the Hackensack Cultural Arts Center.

Though the group has staged everything from "The Glass Menagerie" to "Man of La Mancha" in its four-
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show seasons, it's also experimental enough to go out on a limb with an offbeat project like tonight's broadcast.

"I¢'s a smaller group, and with less bureaucracy, you can take these chances," Muller says.

True, radio drama may not be everybody's cup of tea.

Muller himself didn't know quite what to make of it when he first came upon it, by accident. In 1981, he says,
he was doing some dial-twisting when he came upon a rebroadcast of an old episode of "The Life of Riley."

Since that radio sitcom, starring William Bendix, later became the basis for a TV sitcom of the same name,
also starring William Bendix and still in reruns, Muller came to the only reasonable conclusion.

"I thought, 'Why is the TV coming through my radio?' " he says.

Teaneck New Theatre's next stage production will be A.R. Gurney's "Love Letters," Feb. 6-15.
