"Children should be told the truth

. . . Do not overemphasize bombing"

ND the children—how will they
A fare in the war?

So far we have been too busy
slashing out with bitter invective
against the Jap invader, too hypno-
tized by the chilling prospect of what
the war is going to cost in blood and
dollars to consider that question.

Yet it is a terribly important ques-
tion. It concerns the whole future of
America. It is a question on the lips
of millions of mothers. What should I
tell my child about the war? How can
I protect him against air raids? How
will T explain the bombings which
may occur? How far can I trust the
school to protect my child? Will my
child get the right things to eat?

These are the questions mothers are
asking. And now, through many chan-
nels, the answers are being given. Mrs.
Roosevelt devoted an entire Sunday
(NBC) broadcast to children and the
war, speaking both as a Civilian De-
fense official and as a great mother.
Hollywood’s Hedda Hopper, emphasiz-
ing psychological protection of children
rather than pure physical' defense,
broadcast simple but tremendously

helpful suggestions. Prominent edu-
cators and child experts are devoting
much attention to the problem. Taken
together, their advice is a blueprint to
guide American mothers in the protec-
tion of their children.

Children should continue to lead
normal lives, says Mrs. Roosevelt.
Speaking on her regular Sunday NBC
broadcast, the First Lady had as her
guest a typical mother of young chil-
dren. Her suggestions were in the
form of answers to questions which
had been worrying Mrs. Ernest K.
Lindley. First question was this:

“Just how much should I let the
present world situation affect my chil-
dren’s lives?”

Answering in broad, general terms,
Mrs. Roosevelt said: “. . . Children
should continue to live as normal lives
as possible. We are fortunate indeed
because so far as we can see our chil-
dren will have the best possible diet.
We are going to learn more about it
and, for that reason, they should be
better fed than ever before in their
lives . . . Children should lead regular
lives. They should go to school . . .

HEDDA HOPPER

Hollywood columnist-commentator

"Give our children something to be

proud of instead of scared of . . .

They are as safe there as they would
be at home.”

Then Mrs. Lindley asked, “How can
I keep my children from being afraid
during a blackout?”

This, said Mrs. Roosevelt, must be
worked out through certain programs
which will be suggested by the Office
of Civilian Defense. The main thing is
to make the children feel that this is
just a precaution, like a fire drill . . .
If they are amused and interested they
will not be frightened. If you do have
an air-raid warning, take them into the
room you have chosen as the safest
place. Remember that books are valu-
able in times like these because, if you
are really interested in what you are
reading, you will forget what is going
on around you.

Another question: “What if my chil-
dren should be lost during a blackout
or air-raid test?”

That problem, according fo Mrs.
Roosevelt, will be solved by metal
identification tags. Soon the Civilian
Defense Councils will have them avail-
able and they’ll be so attractive that
any child will like to wear them.

WAR TO YOUR CHILD

For mothers, as well as for workers,
soldiers, sailors, all Americans, Mrs.
Roosevelt said, “The first thing each
of us has to do is to do the job well
which is our own particular job.”

UITE different from Mrs. Roose-

velt’s broadcast was Hollywood
gossiper Hedda Hopper’s. Miss Hopper
was more interested in what American
mothers are telling their children about
the war, how they should explain all
of the ugly things which are so hard
to explain to children. Short, wise,
simple, her message follows:

“While we are all busy winning this
war, let's remember the children. I
don’t mean their physical protection,
because that's the first thing we all
think of; but I do mean their psycho-
logical care. Remember, today ‘little
pitchers have big ears.” Don’t stop
talking about the war. Let’s permit
them to hear plenty about it, but be
extremely careful of the kind of thing
we say in the presence of them., Some
parents unconsciously frighten their
children out of their wits by unthink-
ing criticism of our armed forces. I

mean such things as that careless talk
about Pearl Harbor. Don’t, either by
insinuation or complaint, say anything
to weaken that beautiful pride chil-
dren have in the Army and Navy.
Don't—by a single syllable—lessen
their trust in Uncle Sam. Instead, keep
impressing upon them what we are
fighting for and what we have to
defend. Amd instead of stressing
merely the unfairness of the Japanese
attack, why not emphasize the all-
embracing fairness for which this
country stands! Give our -children
something to be proud of instead of
scared of. And to ourselves—when we
are alone with our thoughts—should
we ever be fempted fo be afraid, let's
tell ourselves that the American eagle
has just soared screaming out of his
nest, and he won't return until he
flies back with the flag of the Rising
Sun in his beak and the Swastika in
his claws.”

American educators, especially those
interested in child psychology, have
been quick to help mothers in their
war-time problems. Edna Dean Baker,
president of the National College of

Education, Evanston, Ill., has this to
say about children and the war:

“What we tell children about war
should depend upon the age of the
child and his emotional reaction as he
questions. Children, particularly young
children, should be saved as much as
possible from accounts of the horrors
and cruelties of war which arouse
fear, hatred and feelings of revenge.
These emotions are disorganizing to
the child's personality and hinder a
wholesome adjustment to others and to
the world in which he lives.”

Dr. Alice V. Keliher, education pro-
fessor at New York University and
widely known consultant on child
problems, advises:
ll\h,HEN children ask questions

about anything, they should be
told the truth. This does not mean
telling them everything we know. But
it does mean being honest . . .

“If they ask why we are fighting the
war, we can tell them in simple terms
that it is because some military ma-
chines in the world want to take our
freedoms away from us as they have

so many other peoples—freedom to
play, to go to our own church, to go
to our own schools, to live happily in
our family,”

Here is what Sidonie Matsner
Gruenberg, director of Child Study
Association of America, would tell
children about the war:

“In this country, and in some others,
people are trying to find ways of giv-
ing everybody a chance to live and to
share in all that is necessary. In a few
countries, however, they still think
that the powerful ones should control
everything. The leaders of those
countries are trying to run the whole
world that way. The United States
and our allies do not want to be run by
masters, We are fighting to keep our
own freedoin and to help all the people
of the world get the same freedom.”

From these and many other leaders,
American mothers may be sure they
will get sound, helpful advice. And
American mothers may also be sure,
thus aided and depending on their own
inherent wisdom, that they will be
able to see their children through this
war safe and sound.

Later he made a special trip to Hollywood to meet
the Gables, wrote their love story for this publica-
tion. Significantly enough, it was titled “Two Happy
People.” Following the tragedy of January 16,
when Miss Lombard and her mother and others
lost their lives, we asked James Stireet to paint a
word-picture of this great actress-patriot as he saw
her. Here it is.—The Editors.

HE 'Carole Lombard legend of hijinks and

capers is entrenched so firmly in the public’s

mind that she will go into America’s memories
as a harum-scarum person, the firecracker girl.
She was a natural comedienne, but never forget
that the jester often is more intelligent than the
court he entertains. When I called her “The Fire-
cracker Girl” in a Movie-Rapio Guine story she
was amused but a bit irked and said, “I wish some-
body sometime would write that acting a screw-
ball is only an act with me. I wish somebody would
realize that I can be serious.”

Actually, Mrs. Clark Gable was a serious-minded
woman, a liberal thinker who heaped scorn on
bigotry and lashed pomposity with a forked tongue.
Her slang (and at times her slang was broad and
lusty and earthy) was subject of much comment.
Some called it profanity. That’s a matter of opin-
ion. There was a bit of the minx about her, and
she was proud of it. There was also a gentility
about her. She was a complex person and her
complexes made her one of the most interesting
personalities of our times. She was more than just
an actress. She was a very fine lady.

Once we were talking and she said, “The world
is in a mess. I don’t know exactly what it's all
about, But I can see and feel that we are not
worthy of ourselves. We used to poke fun at the
hackneyed cliches. But they are true. There is an
American destiny. We have fallen down on our
jobs. The mess we are in is largely our fault. We
have neglected to take the American revolution to
the world and have been content to sit back and
wax fat while the world brought its vicious ideas
to us. We've got to rededicate ourselves to the spirit
of our own revolution and take it out and sell it.

We've got to hold the world’s nose
and pour some medicine down its throat. But first
let's be worthy of our traditions.”

That's not a comic talking. That was a woman
who had done some thinking.

One time we saw some Okies in California and
she said, “You know, we cannot call ourselves
civilized until every man has an opportunity to
work. I've seen oranges burned out here to keep
the market up. I know some kids in New York
need orange juice. We are not worthy of our-
selves until every child in America, in the world,
has all the orange juice he needs.”

To be a heroine, one must take chances
knowingly. It also is silly to say our greatest loss
in that tragedy was death of those flyers. You can’t
measure and balance tragedy.

It wasn't neces-
sary for her to be one. Had her country or friends
needed her for a heroine, she would have accepted
that role, too. For she was a sterling person, genu-
ine and gentle in a deep way.

“How Green Was My Valley”

Type of Picture: This is the educa-
tional and historical description of a
people and an industry—the Welsh
coal-miners and their families, how
they lived and worked. It follows al-
most to a T the novel itself.

This Is the Story: So many people
read the book, it seems a waste of
time to set down in brief its fine, pic-
turesque narrative and plot. Really,
the plot is simple; the descriptive
matter important. And it is an actor’s
picture, exceedingly well cast by
Zanuck and Ford and most skilfully
directed by the latter. For non-read-
ers (and readers as well as non-read-
ers will enjoy seeing the screen play),
be it said that this is the story of the
Morgan family, traditional Welsh
coal-miners, and now presided over
by “Mr.” Morgan (Donald Crisp), with
the cooking-department aid of “Mrs.”
Morgan (Sara Allgood). Five of their
sons, lanto (John Loder), Ivor (Pat
Knowles), Davy (Dick Fraser),
Gwilyn (Evan Evans) and Owen
(James Monks), all work in the mine,
too, and their daughter, Angharad
(Maureen O'Hara), helps her mother
to run the big family. It is the fate of
Angharad to become moon-eved over
the wvalley's minister, Mr. Gruffydd
(Walter Pidgeon), and then, when he
refuses to bring her down to his pen-
niless way of living, to be married
off—unhappily—to the son of the
mine-owner, The story is partially
told in first-person narrative form by
Huw (Roddy McDowall), youngest
son of the Morgans, who describes
“his valley” and what he saw there as
a youth, how his family lived, grew,
fared and suffered.

The Verdict: This is a great picture
for everyone to see—a sort of Welsh
“Gone With the Wind,” and just as
good. This is mighty fine film fare.
Take the youngsters, too.

CEREALS

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WALTER MANNING (Myron McCor-
mick), although married to Arline, has
actually been in love with Portia ever
since her husband's death.

Unique among all American cities,
Washington of today is a roaring,
muscular monster. Its voice is heard
round the world and its power is felt
in Libya and Malaya and Oskaloosa.
Today's Washington is two distinet
cities. The first is the city in which
one lives with rents higher than in
New York or Chicago, with rooming-
houses packed with men and women
from every state in the Union, with
each street jammed with writhing
lines of automobiles tagged from
California and South Carolina and
Kansas. Sugar purchases must be of
five pounds or less. Filling-stations
are mostly closed at night, ever since
the gasoline shortage. Seniry-boxes
have appeared about the White House
and its long yard on which thousands
of children rolled Easter eggs last
spring, and long-coated soldiers with
bayoneted rifles guard all bridges.
Often, turning a corner, one comes
unexpectedly upon a sentry wrapped
to the ears against bitter winter air,
but keen-eyed and alert . . .

The second Washington is the city
of offices in New Deal palaces and
thin-walled temporary buildings,
where thousands of men are joining
together in a single holy crusade. In
these offices one discovers a tautness
and determination that cannot be
noted in clubs or restaurants. In a
thousand crowded cubicles presidents
of corporations and labor leaders and
drug-store clerks are working elbow
to elbow. They are dollar-a-year men,
or civil service clerks, or new recruits
in the Government's great army of
specialists, and they are packed like
sardines around desks and tables and
ringing telephones, learning their new
jobs and about each other and the
give-and-take of teamwork. This
Washington which hums with resolve

and industry has become, since
Churchill’s visit, the center of gravity
of the entire United Nations, and
from the arsenal which it creates will
come the power to bring peace again
to all people . ..

Paragraphs which I shall write in
Washington may not always have
much to do with radio and movies or
glamorous personalities, but they will
have to do with the history-in-the-
making, which must aflTect all persons,
both listeners and performers, in the
future. For in this very city our life
is being fashioned each hour of the
day. This week just passed, for ex-
ample, gave to Americans their great-
est single blessing since Pearl Harbor.
It is in the news that Donald Nelson,
Sears-Roebuck’s gift to defense, has
been made production ezar with full
authority and responsibility, while the
Army gets a [ull-time production
genius of its own in Lieutenant Gen-
eral William Knudsen . . .

Note: You can stop worrying about
new stations coming into the empty
spols on your dial to jam your present
good listening. It is anticipated that
the Federal Communications Commis-
sion will presently freeze the station
set-up and refuse to grant permits to
additional broadcasters until after the
war. It seems the materials for towers
and transmitters are needed by the
Government . . .

Americans like their news in the
raw, without deletions and distortions.
We have proved that we can take i,
bad or good. We are likely to resent
any move which cheats this most
news-conscious race in the world of
complete information. Which is an-
other basic Yankee concept that must
undergo a major overhaul immediate-
ly. Since the President appointed
Byron Price as censor, he has been
perfecting his plans to prevent any
useful information reaching our en-
emies. Now those plans have been

announced. Radio stations have been
served a list of “don’ts.”

Among the orders issued to radio
stations is the one banning man-on-
the-street broadcasts. At first glance,
this may seem to be a silly whim. Ac-
tually, an open microphone on a street
corner could be used to signal a sub-
marine lurking just behind Montauk
Point. An apparently innocent man or
woman could attract the attention of
an announcer and say a code phrase,
such as “I'm from Arizona,” and a sub
commander would understand that a
battleship of the Arizona class had
just left the harbor headed seaward ...

In conclusion, radio censorship will
not change greatly the structure of our
broadcasts. Our listening, whether it
be to baseball games or serials, is al-
ready protected, for it is a part of the
philosophy of defense of the rights of
freedom for which we fight that our
habits of listening to news or enter-
tainment shall be abridged as little as
possible.

War-time restrictions got under
way with a bang as the Government
clamped down on ad-lib programs,
asked broadcasters to ban “any quiz
program originating remotely, where-
in the group is small and wherein no
arrangement exists for investigating
the background of participants.” This
includes man-in-the-street, request
and spot programs, which might be
used by Axis agents to communicate
with their headquarters, as well as
interviews at stations and airline ter-
minals. A rigid censorship has been
imposed on scripts, and many subjects
are tabu. The National Broadcasting
Company stated that they did not
anticipate that this censorship would
cancel any of the quiz programs they
now have on the air. However, mas-
ters of ceremonies have been in-
structed to keep away from all tabu
subjects, and an alert watch is kept
by men behind the scenes to cut off a
program at a split second’s notice . . .

Other signs of patriotism along
Radio Row: All major broadcasting
studios in New York display large
American flags. Studio audiences of
programs that have orchestras stand
up and sing “The Star-Spangled Ban-
ner” before leaving.

CHICAGO

As you may know by now, a new
network, the Blue Network Co., Inc..
took its first few independent steps
through a series of conferences in
Chicago recently. The Radio Corpora-
tion of America has split its Red and
Blue NBC'networks, looking toward
sale of the Blue, as per FCC orders.
There is much legal and commercial
smoke rolling around the current
status of the broadcasting trade, with
the Government suing NBC and CBS,
MBS suing NBC, NBC challenging the
FCC in the courts, and NBC splitting
its networks.

Unless he
is particularly law-and-business con-
scious, he asks only, “What does it all

months or so, a new abbreviation

has come into the vocabulary of
thousands of radio listeners. Written
cryptically as the two letters “FM,"” it
means a new method of radio broad-
casting which has been introduced to
many important sections of the coun-
try. FM has won the acclaim of a
small but swiftly growing audience
because of several unigue advantages
the usual type of broadcasting does
not possess.

FM stands for “frequency modula-
tion.” These words have a strong
technical flavor that may frighten off
the average radio fan, so we hasten to
explain that they are merely an aca-
demic way of describing the new sys-
tem. The letters “FM" are less for-
midable and have been quickly seized
upon by a public already used to
meeting the alphabet in everything
from soup to the designations of Gov=-
ernment agencies. In contrast to “fre-
quency modulation,” ordinary broad-
casting is called “amplitude modula-
tion” or—using the alphabet again—
“AM.”

What is FM and how does it work?
We can answer the first half of that
question easily enough. It’s a new way
of getting radio programs from the
studio to your home without a trace
of interference. A drawback, of course,
is the faet that the broadcaster must
install a different type of transmitter

,and you must have a receiver
equipped for FM tuning.

You can’t hear FM stations on your
regular AM broadcast band because
FM has a broadcast band all of its
own.

The second part of that question—
how does it work?—is a tough prop-
osition to put into words. We can’t
tell you much about the technical in-
nards of an FM receiver unless you
know a good bit of radio science. The
chances are you haven’t studied the
electronic principles of your present
receiver—and without a grasp of these
fundamentals, a description of how
FM works would be sheer Sanskrit to
you. After all, when you bought the
set you have now it'’s unlikely you
asked the man behind the counter for
a technical explanation. Results were
what you wanted—not an engineering
lecture. However, on this page from
week to week we expect to outline
some of the workings of FM, making
its intricacies clearer as we go along,
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More important to you, as a radio
listener, is an explanation of the ways
FM can contribute to your listening
enjoyment—an explanation of what it
does rather than how it does it.

Offhand, we could list quite an
array of FM’s virtues that have com-
bined to win it the title of “better
broadcasting.” There are three out-
standing ones, however, which are the
most important for the listener.

The first of these is FM’s tonal fidel-
ity. FM can make music, voices and
sound-effects seem so real that you
can’t believe you aren’t hearing the
real thing. The miles between you
and the broadecasting station just van-
ish. You might as well be right in the
studio, and when the announcer
speaks you think he's in your very
living-room. FM can reproduce with
crystal clarity every tone of the musi-
cal scale that the normal human ear
can detect and appreciate (30 to 15,000
cycles).

This backdrop of silence means that
FM must not be bothered by static
and man-made interference. Thus we
have its second major advantage.
Static can really be divided into two
kinds—the type produced by lightning
and so familiar on summery night,
and the variety vou get from electric
razors, ice-box motors, neon signs,
leaky power lines and a hundred

other man-made sources. Properly de-
signed FM sets have a gadget called a
“limiter,” which straing out these
noises and lets only the pure sound
go through.

The third FM benefit is most notice-
able to listeners who live in smaller
towns and are bothered by cross-talk,
fading stations, squeals (called “het-
erodynes™) and stations that are con-
stantly being bothered by other sta-
tions hundreds of miles away. With
FM this doesn’t happen. Another gad-
get called the “diseriminator” lets you
hear only the loudest station at any
given spot on the dial. Distant signals
can’'t wreck or break up your local
reception. This, incidentally, makes it
possible for hundreds and even thou-
sands of FM stations to be built across
the country, spaced quite closely, and
each serving its own area without in-
terference. And in a given locality
there can be from three to eleven FM
transmitters operating simultaneously.

& & %

The past twelve months, during
which FM has gained so much mo-
mentum, prove rather plainly that the
public appreciates and is enthusiastic
about the sharp fidelity and crystal
clarity of frequency-modulation
broadeasting. As we have already
pointed out, the total of sets in use
rose frem 15,000 to 250,000. At the

start of 1941 there were only eighteen
low-power and experimental stations
in the whole country using FM. They
had limited ranges and, except for
three of them, were all grouped in the
northeastern United States.

It was not until March 1, 1941, that
the first commercial FM station,
W47NV in Nashville, Tenn., went on
the air. A half-dozen more followed
in quick order, and up to the present
time sixty-three commercial FM sta-
tions in eighteen different states have
been authorized by the Federal Com-
munications Commission. Twenty-
four are already on the air with regu-
lar program schedules, ranging from
six to twenty-four hours a day. The
thirty-nine others are busy compleling
installation of their transmitters, an-
tennas and other equipment as fast as
war-time exigencies will permit.
There are also eleven experimental
stations; most of which will shortly
become commercial.

£ £ *

One year ago, if a radio listener
took it into his head that he wanted
to buy an FM receiver, he could make
his choice from among the wares of
about six manufacturers actually
building such sets. Not all of them
were very good sets. There was a ten-
dency, as a matter of faet, for the sta-
tions to drift across the dial as the
tubes warmed up. Quickly, however,
these technical troubles were spiked
one after another, and when the new
1942 models came out last fall they
were, for the most part, excellent sets.

Today approximately twenty-five
different manufacturers offer more
than 125 varied models to the pros-
pective FM listener. You'll find among
them FM-AM table sets, console mod-
els, phonograph combinations with
automatic record-changers, short-
wave, and period furniture cabinets.

Although ninety-five percent of all
FM sets are now equipped for recep-
tion of AM broadcast stations as well
as FM, simply at the turn of a switch,
it is also possible to buy adapter units
which permxt FM reception on regular
AM receivers now in use. These
adapter devices are not always satis-
factory, since obviously the fine tonal
reproduction of FM is limited by the
loudspeaker on the AM set with
which they are being used.

This weekly column of FM
news and discussion has been in-
augurated to serve the swiftly
growing FM audience. There is
much about FM which bears
further explanation, there are
mistaken motions that should be
corrected, and a continual prog-
ress which must be reported. Let-
ters from readers are always wel-
come. We shall be glad to answer
your questions, and if you do not
yet have FM service in your lo-
cality, advise you whether any is
in prospect.

broadcast of Verdi's “Rigoletio”

brings to mind some half-forgotten
facts about this work, one of the most
securely established in the entire op-
eratic repertory.

Today, some ninety years later, it can
be still exciting, emotionally, as well
as interesting as a piece of dramatic

the same may be said about it many
years from now.

Verdi had already put to his credit
sixteen operas before “Rigoletto,” all
of which, however, had served mere-
ly to earn him a reputation scarcely
higher than that of the popular com-
poser—and within the borders of his
own Italy at that. With “Rigoletto”
his fame flew across the frontiers. A
new operatic genius had suddenly
arisen, a composer whose vigorous
and positive and individualistic music
could break through the hidebound
conventions of his time and bring
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something new to Italian opera.

“Rigoletto” is in three acts, libretto
by Francesco Maria Piave, based on
Victor Hugo's drama “Le Roi §'
amuse.” The story centers around
Rigoletto, court-jester to the Duke of
Mantua, a dissolute young monarch,
ever on the alert for a fresh love. Be-
sides providing laughs for his lord,
Rigoletto is his indispensable assistant
in amatory intrigue.

Early in the first act Rigoletto and
his employer are cursed by old Count
Monterone, whose daughter has fallen
vietim to the combined villainies of
the Duke and Rigoletto. The curse
lingers in the jester’s mind as he re-
pairs to his own home, where his
daughter Gilda is kept hidden from
prying eyes. On the way he is ac-
costed by Sparafucile, a professional
murderer, who offers his services—at
a price—should they ever be needed.

The Duke, however, has fallen in
love with Gilda, entirely unaware that
she is his jester’s daughter. Through
a ruse, engineered by several of the
court’s profligate noblemen, Gilda is
abducted and brought to the Duke's
palace. Rigoletto discovers her ab-
sence and knows full well what has
transpired. He takes Gilda back to his
arms, vowing vengeance against the
Duke.

The murderer, Sparafucile, is pressed
into service, but his sister Maddalena
becomes enamored of the Duke and
prevails on her brother to slay, in-
stead, the next stranger who enters
their tavern. Gilda knows her father’s
homicidal intentions. She also is
aware of Sparafucile’s new scheme.
So, dressed as a man, she seeks ad-
mission to the murderer’s abode and
is run through by his sword, making
the supreme sacrifice for the sake of
an unattainable love. Rigoletto, of
course, discovers the horrifying truth.

Verdi’s opera originally ran a close
parallel to Hugo's drama. It was
first called “La Maledizione” (“The
Curse”), but it ran afoul of the cen-
sorship laws imposed by the Austrian
military governor. The idea of assas-
sination was utterly repugnant to this
high authority and placing royalty in
an unfavorable light also caused him
much concern, Matters were arranged,
nevertheless, with some alterations
among the “dramatis personae” and
still others with respect to the plot.

But for a stroke of great good luck,
Schubert’s “Unfinished Symphony”
(No. 8 in B minor) might never have

been brought to the light. The piece,
which is scheduled for the Philhar-
monic-Symphony broadcast, was writ-
ten in 1822, six years before Schu-
bert’s death. The composer dedicated
it to the Musikverein of Graz in grati-
tude for an honor bestowed upon him.
However, he sent the manuscript to
his friend Anselm Huetterbrenner for

delivery to the Musikverein, but it
never reached its destination. It lay,
vellowing with age, in the possession
of the aforementioned Anselm, for no
reasons that can be imagined, and not
until 1865 was it “discovered”™ by
Johann Herbeck, conductor of the
Vienna Musikfreunde concerts.

In order to obtain it, though, Her-
beck was obliged to recourse to some
superior strategy. He promised An-
selm Huetterbrenner that he would
like to play one of his works at some
concert of the Musikf{reunde. The lat-
ter agreed with alacrity and so genial
and responsive did he become that
when Herbeck inquired casually about
unproduced Schubert compositions a
drawer was opened with speed of light
and out of it came the prize. The
“Unfinished” was given ils first per-
formance at a concert of the Gesell-
schaft der Musikfreunde in Vienna on
December 17, 1865.

Someone has had the bright idea
that Schubert left his symphony un-
finished deliberately, as a sort of
tribute to the “Glory of the Incom-
plete.” In opposition to that theory,
however, is the hard and cold and
unromantic fact that Schubert had
actually sketched part of a third
movement and had even gone so far
as to orchestrate nine bars of it.

Fritz Busch, who will conduct the
Philharmonic-Symphony in the pro-
gram referred to, is a member of
what may loosely be called a dynastic

family of musicians. His brother Adolf
is a noted violinist and conductor, his
son Hans is a well-known stage di-
rector, his father Carl was an estab-
lished organist and conductor. Mr.
Busch himself was, in great measure,
responsible for a Verdi revival in
Germany some two decades ago. He
has recently conducted performances
of the New Opera Company in New
York, and he is also known through
his directorship of the Glyndebourne
Festival opera shows in Sussex, Eng-
land. He has conducted several orches-
tras in this country during previous
visits.,

I notice that several excerpts from
a composition by a talented American
composer are scheduled for the CBS
“Milestones in American Music” pro-
gram. They are from Robert Russell
Bennett’'s “Sketches from an Ameri-
can Theater,” which he wrote some
ten years ago. The piece has an in-
teresting background, having to do
with Mr. Bennett's reactions to cer-
tain work he was doing at the time,
namely, orchestrating the scores of
Broadway musical shows.

“Sketches from an American Thea-
ter” is an ironic, amusing commentary
on the scene, constructed in the form
of a Concerto Grosso for Dance Band
and Symphony Orchestra, as sly a
piece of originality as you can think
of. The titles of the movements are
comical enough and they give the tip-
off on the composer’s intentions. They
are, “Dialogue: Ingenue and Juve-
nile,” “Theme Song,” “Comedy Scene
and Blackout” and “Finale with
Flags.” For his third section Mr. Ben-
nett devised a “swing” fugato, which
isn’t too easy to play, and “Theme
Song™ harpoons the idea of saccha-
rine melody in an immensely sac-
charine manner.

Mr. Bennett has few illusions. He

good deal of damage is being done
them by broadcasts that are coming
through from America.

WRUL was the first station to
broadcast in Tagalog—the official lan-
guage of the Philippines—together
with English. Twice each week over
station WRUL an appropriate broad-
cast in Tagalog is given from the Bos-
ton studios, The commentator is a
citizen of the Philippines who is
studying in this country. Since mem-
bers of his family are still in the is-
lands, he protects them by using the
name Andres Bonifacio. The original
Andres Bonifacio was known as “the
scourge of the Spaniards” during the
Philippine revolutions of the late
1890’s.

Despite the seizure of Manila and
other parts of the islands by the Jap-
anese, it is felt by the staff of WRUL
that a considerable listening audience
still exists in the islands and it is as-
sumed that broadeasts in their native
language will be a potent factor in the
building and maintaining of morale in
the Philippines.

KGEI Speeds Programs to Asia

I have mentioned several times in
this department the urgent need for
more West Coast short-wave trans-
mitters to supplement our heretofore
inadequate program and news service
to Asia. KGEI, San Francisco, sole

short-wave outlet west of the Missis-
sippi, had been doing a splendid job
considering the one 50,000-watt trans-
mitter at its disposal. Realizing that
something must be done, and that im-
mediately, to give'a better reception
coverage in Asia and the South Seas,
the extensive facilities of the huge
commercial transmitting layout of Ra-
dio Corporation of America Communi-
cations, at Bolinas, California, were
engaged to supplement the equipment
at KGEI. Now the General Electric
station at San Franciseo is broadcast-
ing on as many as four transmitters in
addition to its own. The following
Bolinas frequencies have been used
in addition to KGEI's own channels of
1533 and 9.67 megs: KEN (6.845),
KEL (6.86), KEB (6.89), KEE (7.715),
KEJ (9.01), KKQ (11.95), KLL
(13.72), KQG (18.00).

sailed for Italy, where he did a series
of articles for Foreign Affairs maga-
zine, following this with a period in
the Paris Bureau of INS. Left there
to do free-lance reporting in Spain
for the Chicago Tribune and the Lon-
don News-Chronicle. In February,
1939, he went to London to cover the
Palestine Conference for Time Maga-
zine and remained in England for sev-
eral months, free-lancing for the same
publication. In December of the same
year, in Geneva, he did his first broad-
cast for NBC. Remained in Switzer-
land until early in 1940, when, with
Central Europe becoming an impor-
tant news center, he transferred his
activities to Belgrade. Later he moved
over to Ankara, Turkey, from which
point he also journeyed back and
forth to Teheran. Recently NBC has
shifted Agronsky to Singapore, where
he can often be heard picturing ihe
news from that point.

Few Amateurs on Air

Prior to the beginning of the world
war it was possible to receive ama-
teur transmissions from over one hun-
dred countries. Immediately after war
was declared all amateurs in the Brit-
ish Empire, France and Germany were
ordered to dismantle their equipment.
As country after country was em-
broiled in the whirlpool, the list of
active amateurs became smaller and
smaller until finally only those of the
Americas and the outlying possessions
of the United States were left. When
the United States entered the war our
own amateurs ceased to operate, Sev-
eral Latin countries declared war
against the Axis almost at once and
more hams silenced their transmitters.
During the past month amateur sta-
tions in Costa Rica, Chile, Colombia
and Venezuela closed down. At the
time of writing, amateurs in Cuba,
Mexico, Argentina, Uruguay, Brazil,
Peru and Ecuador are still transmit-
ting rather half-heartedly, but very
likely before long even these will he
ordered to leave the air, and the once
populous and jolly amateur bands will
have become as silent and deserted as
the proverbial graveyard.

Important Chicago programs that go
with the Blue Network's emergence
to indepehdence and presumably with
its ultimate sale are the following:
“Breakfast Club,” “National Farm and
Home Hour,” “Quiz Kids,” “Club Mat-
inee,” “Service With a Smile,” “Tom
Mix,” “Musical Millwheel,” “In Care
of Aggie Horn,” “Secret City” and
“Flying Patrol” . ..

Among the programs wiped out by
war conditions, are “Treet Time,”
starring Buddy Clark, and the Wayne
King show, both on CBS.

Easterners who had heard so much
about the prospering Hollywood night-
spot, Ciro’s, were shocked to hear that
the favorite rendezvous of the wealth-
iest motion-picture and radio stars
had closed. Said Tom Seward, the
manager: “Business in the high-class
night-clubs is simply shot.”

Why?

Among several reasons advanced
are that the stars are too busy enter-
taining at war-relief benefits to spend
time at night-clubs. Also that celebri-
ties feel a sense of guilt night-club-
bing at such a gerious time.

Yet those night-life pictures of
Londoners, so prominently displayed
in the American press in the earlier
days of the war when London was be-
ing subjected to unmerciful bombings,
transmitted a feeling of security; the
people could sing and dance and make
the most of their existence although
the Nazis were apt to drop high-
explosive bombs right into their
whisky-and-soda.

In New York, the clubs are coming
back into their own after a lull the
first few weeks of the war . ..

Out of the realm of semi-obscurity
into which Chico Marx settled afier
the famous Marx Brothers act dis-
banded, he now emerges as a band-
leader. His band, called “Chico Marx
and His Ravellies,” has a good share
of musical merit. For the debut, Chico
chose the stage of a Brooklyn, New
York, theater. After completing an
engagement there, the entire coun-
try is his field . . .

Rolling your way too may be the
“Roller Follies of 1942,” the first pro-
fessional roller-skating show produced
in New York. A nineteen-year-old,
Gloria Nord, is the prima ballerina.
While Miss Nord’'s finesse on roller
skates is being exhibited for the first
time professionally, Sonja closed her
own Hollywood Ice Revue January 27,
after a two-and-a-half-months trans-
continental tour. A rumor persists
that Sonja, the highest paid sports
star, will retire . . .

MERICA is a nation of potato-
A eaters; I don't know offhand

what the figures are but the
United States probably consumes more
potatoes annually than any other
country in the world, population not-
withstanding.

Not the smooth, white rice with
its vitamin content all polished away,
but brown rice, wild rice.

destroys itself. You've seen those
arresting toothpaste ads which picture
a debutante gnawing on a bone, point-
ing out that dental decay is in part
due to the facgi that modern people
eat soft foods, unlike their primitive
forebears. It's true that primitives, as
a rule, have superior teeth. Be that as
it may, there's an even more im-
portant point to be made in this con-
nection—the fact that the gradual
civilized refinement of many basic
foods, such as bread and rice, has re-
sulted in the tossing away of many
valuable vitamins, With the demand
for whiter bread, for smoother and
whiter rice, millers ground away the
good parts of the grains.

That Crowning Touch!

LONG around the middle of
A winter one’s pep and vitality

frequently seem to be at a low
ebb, and one of the first places to re-
veal your physical lassitude is your
hair. The condition of your hair might
almost be called a barometer of your
health—a rundown condition, colds or
fevers will be almost immediately evi-
dent. You’ll be smart, therefore, if
you’ll take a little extra trouble with
your hair these days.

You're probably tired of being re-
minded to brush your hair daily, or
possibly you've already become one of
those one-hundred-stroke addicts like
the little baldheaded man we heard of
recently who, suddenly becoming
conscience-stricken, whether he was at
a bar or in the street, would produce
a brush and methodically start brush-
ing his few remaining hairs. Never-
theless, the importance of brushing
really can't be siressed too often.
Beautiful hair must be healthy hair
and, by stimulating circulation, which,
in turn, nourishes the scalp cells,
brushing will make it so. If your hair
feels dry or is unmanageable, it's a
good trick to rub a bit of Vaseline hair
tonic into it before you brush your
hair.

A brush that is curved to conform
with the contour of your head is just
about the most efficient type you can
choose, Pro-Phy-Lac-Tic's Jewelite
Roll-Wave brush is designed on this
principle, and results in a “rolling
brushing” which better accomplishes
the massage of the scalp.

And while we're on the subject of
brushing, a thought or two would be
in order about the care of your brush.
If your brushing is going to be one
hundred percent effective, it's im-
portant that you start with an abso-
lutely clean brush. Make it a part of
your shampoo routine to wash your
brush in a warm suds water and rinse
it as you would your hair.

Just when you shampoo and what
you use depends upon the type of
hair you have and the condition of
your scalp.

Every last irace of soap and
suds must be removed if you want
lights and luster in your locks., Fur-
ther, yowll give your hair an added
loveliness if you’ll get into the habhit of
using a prepared coloring rinse. These
are not dyes but merely add natural
lights to your hair. They wash out
with each shampoo and serve to
heighten the natural coloring of your
hair.

Nestle's Colorinse and Lovalon are
both excellent for this purpose. They
are inexpensive and the wide variety
of shades which they offer enable you
to select the one that exactly matches
your own hair coloring. If you've never
used one, make a point of trying out
this idea the very nexi time you sham-
poo.
