W hen the set Is turned 
on. it is necessa ry to connect the D 
socket power apparatus to the lighting 
circuit, and disconnect the trickle 
charger from tile 110 velts. Rather than 
do this switchi ng WIUI switches located 
on the sockel·power unit or charger, 
tho automatic switch Is so arranged 
that tho sImple turning on or olf of the 
us ual filament switch on the radiO sel 
results In an automatic switch ing in 
these other circuits. 

It Is constructed somewbat like a 
telegraph re lay.
