And t~e chillS
of a score or radio sponsors trembled with angUish when
they reflected that they mi.ght ~ave had Ed Wynn on
their programs but for their belief that he would be a
flop on the air,

Wynn's famous, sure-fire gag line, "50-0-0-0," pre-­
dated his first broadcast by many month~, and was the
result of a happy accident. .

When Ed Wynn opened The Laugh Parad~ III New
York, his malher occupied a fro:1t row. seat. tllS mot~er
was <tn inveterate story-teller. and delighted III amusll1g
friends and relatives with humorous yarns she had
heard narrating at great lenglh and in full detail. Usu­
ally. between pauses, she would say, "~nd so."

W llh his mother m the audience, \Vynn naturally
played directly to her all through the p~rform­

ancc. In a kidding vein. he began to clown with her,
He interjected a hyster~cal "a!ld so-o-o-o," a.nd as he
said it his voice broke III a high falsetto, I-lis mother
and the audience roared. Bewildered by the reception,
Ed tried it again, this time forcing his voice to break.

HIS mother
almost collapsed. Wynn, an Incredibly Wise showman
who knew the theater from the box office to the stage
door kept the line in his routine. Any line that could
pro\'~ke such gales of laughter must be worthwhile, lie

While on the subject of scrIpts, Wynn IS excep­
tionally proud of the fact that he was the fir.st person
in show business to incorp<,>rate a catch p.hra~, 111 an act.

Ilis charm defies analysis. When you listen
to the pure, mad folly of the Texaco Fire Chief, ),OU
are delighted by the impenetrable asininity of his hu·
mOT. Incongruity seems to be his natural element; his
silly lisp and hysterical laugh stamp him as an asinine
zany-a perfect fool.

But the fool has his share of lucid intervals.
In these lucid intervals the Perfect Fool of the

stage, and the Fire Chief of radio, has labored in the
gardens of show business for more than thirty years,
amassing two fortunes and losing one in this period
of time. He has been actor, author, composer, producer,
manager and owner of three of the greatest of Broad­
way musical smash hits. Aside from Geoq~e M. Cohan,
he is the only person ever to achieve thiS distinction.
As a stage star he hated radio, and as a radio star he
hated the onicious network moguls who attempted to
teach him a new art. But through all the griefs and
headaches, Ed Wynn has flashed to high success. Read
what the Chief relates about his early radio experience:

"When I first entered radio in 1932," says the Hre
Chief, "I was disappointed, for I had to scrap all the
sho\\. manship I had assimilated in more than thirty
years of trouping. On the stage I was always
quiet and subdued-except at intervals. I de­
pended solely on situation, hand and facial ges­
tures, and funny costumes.

Reviewing Radio
H ere is something to give the audience pause: You

have heard and probably laughed (most of you)
at the newer crop of comics who specialize i.n

::ituttering or tongue-tied talk. You must have, for thiS
type of performer has become exceedingly popul~r.

But have you been aware that such comedy IS trag­
edy to many-that it has broken many little hearts, and
a couple of big ones, too? Do you think that any come­
dian however honest his intentions, should he allowed
to s'tuller or indulge in any other sort of impaired
spcech before a microphone, when every word is like a
stab of a knife to perhaps thousa.nds of lislcne.rs wh.o
happen to be afflicted with hare-lips or other Impedi­
ments? Should we laugh at these mimics when we know
that others are abashed and sobbing?

We kno~ of course, that the comics themselves
mean no offense. We know that to the normal person
they are quite funny-funny in the sense that they
make the listener feel supenor-as patronizing as the
fellow who sees another lad slip on a banana-peel. But
what we haven't known is this: That such entertain­
ment can affect the whole life of an afflicted child-or
for that matter, an unfortunate adult.

Since publicity has attached to the longue-tied or
stammering comics. I have recci\"Cd a deluge of letters
from parents and from children who pour out their
misery occasioned by such comedy.

These are instances of children whose speech is af·
fected. Like other children, they enjoy listening to the
raJio. Their normal playmates listen also. With the
jU\'enile instinct for imitation, the unaffiicted kids <tpe
the catchlines of the tongue-tied comics and take, some­
times, a dtabolical delight in directing this mimicry at
the little ones who arc afflicted.

One mother tells me that no longer will she allow
her daughter to go out and play with the neighborhood
children because of her impaired speech. She not only is
embarrassed but humiliated, and has become so sensi­
tive N'iat she now mopes in her room, and is moody
aad melancholy in school. There is another calie of the
father of a family who is hare·lipped, and because his

children ape the radio clowns with comedy speech he no
longer will eat his meals with them, and has formed a
new habit of leaving the house at night and spending his
time with outsiders rather than with his family.

It all goes to show that xou never can tell what
kind of influence a program will exert. But is it worth
while to amuse a million at the heart-breaking expense
of a few hundred? I don't think so. What do you think?
Should the stutterers 'and hare-lipped artists be banned?

KEELER on LOUELLA PARSONS' broadcast cost
him?

The Nash Motor Car Company, which will sponsor
full afternoons Christmas and New Year's on the C0­
lumbia network, is plotting a 10nR series, The agency
wanted jolson.

What there is, she is, and all
of her skill and vitality are wrapped up in hcr five
feet and two inches of stature and her 102 pounds of
weight.

At 28 she is the mother of two children and the
entertainer of millions, induding her own who are
Walter, Jr.. aged nine, and Nancy, two years younger.

Famous Composers

T he romantic Peter IIvitch Tschaikowsky gave the world
music which blends the folk-tunes of old KU'isia with the
polished technique of German musical tradition. l\BC ~·III

prc~ent his Dance of the Toy I-lutes, from the utcrac.k~r SUIte.
on Iriday. December 14 at II a. m. EST (10 a. m. CS I). .

Born in 1840, this renowned composer of ?~chestr~1 InUSI.'
originally was intended for a _~()\ ernment or CIVil. ser\"lc~ P(hl­
tion under the old Czarist regime. lIe was reared 10 LenlOgrad,
then S1. Peter~burg. attended a law school, and his family ob­
tained him a position in the Ministry of J.usti~e.

But music always had been the faVOrite IIlterest of the
young <?fficial, and at t~e age of 21 h~ hegan to deyote mo~t
of hiS time to studylllg It. A letter written ~t that tune ~o hiS
sister re\"cals his state of mind. Its reaSSllTlng tune ohvlOusly
was intended to spothe and placa.te.a family resentment, and
remo\·e fear for hIS future. lie said In part:

"Do you imagine that I dream of being a great artistf I
onl\" feel I must do thi ... work tor which I have a calling.
Wllether I become a cclebrJted compo~er or only a struggling
teacher-'tis all the S.lmc . or cour-.e, I ~hall not re~lgn my
pre:-ent position until I am ...ure that I am no longer a clerk,
hut a musician."

That time came wllhin a couple of year.... In 18b} he
turned to mu ... ic exdusi\'e1\", lie had studied in the con..enatory
opCllrtl in" Anton Rubinstein. When .\nton·s brother t':ichnlas
opened the Moscow Comer\"atoiY. T schaikowsky \\ as made a
profe.....ur of harmony-at the aj::e of 2,.

lie married, at the age of 3,. a girl who had fallen in lo\"e
\\ ith him, but whom he did not love. This marriage turned the
compo ...er into a morbid neurotic, 50 complete \....as its failure.
But if one woman blighted hi') Itfe, another helped him. A Mme.

Said Tschaikowsky: ':1 do not dream
of being great. I feel I rn ust do
work for which I have a calling"

'adejda \'on Meek-whom he never had met, but with whom
he corresponded-made him an allowance which freed him from
the bread-and-butter needs of life.

Honors and melancholy both descended upon Tschaikowsky
during the last years of his Itfe.

He died in 1893 of cholera, not long after receiving an
honorary degree of Doctor of Music from Cambridge University.
The few years preceding his death were spent principally 10
composin~ and traveling. Tschaikowsky opened Carnegie Iiall,
in I\ew 'ork. conducting the first concerts there.

He made tours of Italy, Germany and France.
Tschaikowsky's principal contnbution is his series of orchc'i­

tral compositions, though he also compo:::.ed song:::., piano pieces
and chamber music.

He helped in the modern movement to lighten and quicken
the solid masses of sound favored by some of the earlier com­
posers_

He fa\'ored tonal contrasts bet\\een solo melodies and
accompaniments. BJJance of lon31 qualities concerned him. and
his work.. have a great richness of feding.

His ~utcracker Suite-alwa)s popular with the radio audi­
ence-is an excellent example of Tschaikowsky at his best. There
one hears the folk music of old Russia, presented through the
sound musicianship of the German method. Like an old illumi­
nated parchment scroll. the colorful life of peasants and aristo­
..:r3b unrolls with unobtrusive precision and perfect clarity.

One of his biographers says of him. summing up his work:
"Brooding melancholy. religious sentiment, gliml,ses of

humor. long phrase lines. charm of melody, a keen orchestral
sense, ."1'" an insi"tence 011 long pedal points, are characteristic
of Tschaikowsky."

It begins in the home of 2!-ycar'"Old George
St. Clair and his eighlcen.year-old wife-and come.s to
a climax when girlish Mrs. St. Clair suddenly vamshes
from the face of the earth.

The St. C1airs were one of the most popular mar­
ried couples in North Platte, Nebraska. ,\dmirin~ friends
declared that June and George ~ad evcrythl~g husband
and wife need for perfect happmess. Married a )car,
they lived a home life that was idyllic. Gcorge com­
manded a good job and-becau~e J.une w~s going to
have a baby-insisted that they live In furOished rooms
where his wife would have practically no work to do.
Other wives spoke enviously of his treatment of her.

Nor was the spiritual Side of their lives neglected.
On the contrary, these married young>;ters were deeply
religious. Extremely active in their chun:h, and in the
SOCial life which revolved
around it, they enjoyed the
hearty respect as well as the
admiralion of their friends,
and of the community.

On the night of Saturday,
September 28. 1929, these 1"0
fortunate youn~ persons walked
down the stairs frolll their
rooms in the home of Mrs.

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Radio Road to Health The Child's Hour

Good will can be developcd
easily among children

T he child inherits a tendency to think of his
own well-being before that of others. But
he inherits also a tend~llCY to be sympa·

thetic with others. Good will never could be
developed among children if they inherited only
jealous and selfish tendencies.

Naturally, the problem of how to develop
good wilt in our children looms large. Parents
can accomplish wonders in this direction if
they will hut express good will when they are
with the children.

As an example, let us say that your child
has borrowed a book from the family next door
and failed to return it. Naturally, the neighbor
scolds-or is inclined to scold-your youngster
for his laxity.

The child's impulse is to resent the scolding, and in self-defense he mutters
to you that the neighbors are "mean, ~elfish people." The parent who sides with
the child in this situation is guilty of a grave Injustice, for the parent is exhibiting
the same traces of selfishne.... that she is trying to eliminate in the offspring. The
proper thing to do is to point out that the neighbors are not 3elfhh and mean
but that they are justified in their attitude. Ask your child how he would feel if
somebody borrowed somelhing from him, and then forgot to return it.

In my studio classes recently I had a concrete example of how one student
acquired the good will of another by sympathetic direction. A precociolls young
miss picked on a young chap who wasn't so bright. In self-defcn ..e the dull student
naturally assumed all attitude of antagonism toward his per3ecutor.

By careful questioning I ascertained both sides of the slory. Whereupon I
carefully explained to the bright student that Quite often a child's backwardness
was due to some phy:'lical or temperamental characteristic, and not to stupidity.
I asked her to sYlll!lathil.e with the lad, and placed him ullder her personal super­
vision. The lad progressed remarkably under her tutelage, a.nd today they are
the best of pals.

DIetary habits play an important pan in preserving life and health in persons

of adyanced years., And ~n com;i~cring the diet of the a~ed, the old saying that a
!TIall IS .a~ ?Jd ~s. hIs artenes, applies. In t~c aged t/:erc is a lessening of all phys­
Ical ~Ct1\'ltles. I he old man takes less exerCIse, has duninishcd powers of digestion,
and 15 less a~le to absorb the nutriment he has digested. His circulation is poor.

If there IS a tendency toward oheslty, food that IS apt to be converted into
fat should be given in dimin.ished 9~antilie.s. The proteins-that is, meat and eggs
-should ~e I~ssened for a tzme. I he habit Qf eating heavy suppers late at night,
and of catmg H~egularly ~ctween meals, shoul~ be (.Iiscontinued. The per"\lll should
learn what partIcular artIcles of food agree With hIm, and keep from eatmg foods
that cause gas. In thl' very old, food bears a close relation to sleep. A cup of hot
milk, or some hot liqui~ taken at bedtime often will overcome sleeplessness.

Many old people enJoy food and therefore over·c.lt. High blood pressure giddi­
ness. nushed faces after eating and nose bleed often are the after·effects of o\'cr­
e~tillg. Il~re the bene~t'o of l,Tloderatioll come into ~ffect: a!1 these symploms will
disappear If the food Intake IS reduced. All complicated d, ..hes are be..l avoided.

As people grow old, It is a general rule that they cra\"C sweets le~::., and that
sugars are not ea ..ily digested. Whenever colic or gas is suffered. the sweets should
be cut down in quantity or avoided altogether., Milk may be taken in all forms
when \vell horne; if it is not well.h~rne, the addItion of vichy or warm water may
pro\·e helpful. Beef tea and beef JUIces are very helpful, and soups of chicken, mut·
ton and beef are nutritious and should be used dailr' Chicken, game or tel1d~r
mealS, and good quality potted chicken or other pottee meats. may be taken.

Swcetbreads, kidneys, and liver are helpful when eaten in moderation, e:'lIlC·
cially when garnished with a little crisp, grilled hacon. The various wheat bi:'lcuits
crisp stale bread with hot milk, the cereal grueb and puddings well cooked and
well navored, are suitable and nourishing.

Remember that all ccreal foods should be subjected to long and thorough
cooking at high temperature, so as to render the starch granules more digestible.
Stewed vegetables of all kinds should be taken. Potatoes and fresh vegetanles are
a nece:'lsity, an absolute necessity; otherwise the scurvy of the aged may ensue.
Fruits baked and stewed and in jelly form, and the pulp of perfectly ripe fruit, may
be taken also,
