PBOBABLY you haven’t heard it at
all. Certainly you haven’t heard
much about it. Hardly a penny has
been spent on it. But undoubtedly
«Command Performance” is broad-
casting’s most pretentious piece of
entertainment. It's produced by the
War Department exclusively for
short-wave broadcasting to America’s
armed forces abroad, and nothing’s
too good for our fighters. “Command
Performance” draws upon the talents
of America’s top-flight entertainers.
Not one star has declined. All work
without pay. So does radio’s ace pro-
ducer, Vick Knight, .who gave up
lucrative commercial work to give
full time to the project. So do origi-
pator-writer Glenn Wheaton and all
others connected with the show. The
show gets its title from the fact that
performers appear in response to re-
quests from service men abroad, mak-
ing each broadcast actually a com-
mand performance. Not all the “com-
mands” are for celebrities. One
grease-monkey in Trinidad was lone-
some for the birds that used to wake
him up on the farm back home in
Indiaha.
