These kids gave me my 
first singing lessons and, believe me, 
they knew all the tricks. If you think 
chat prying change loose from a hurry...!

At the age of thineen, I made my hrst 
appearan£? behind the footlighrs at an 
"amateu r night." The Keeny lbeatre in

Brooklyn had a w«kly amateur night­
hook and all-and a bunch of the kids, 
with whom I had been singing on ehe 
street, were going [Q compete for the 
longed· for cash prizes. 

I decided that I had to set' them per· 
form. Bm the smallesr admission charge 
was twenty-five cents! I work.ed hard, 
[0 get that quanee. I sewed for hours, 
makin,!l twO dressc:s for a neighbor'S kid. 
.But, when I got to the theane, all the 
'"cheap seats" were gone. The only ones 
left Cost fifty cents . .I was utterly heart· 
broken 

My friends, however, solved my prob­
lem-and unknowingly staned me to­

ward l theatrical career-by sneaking 
me bacXSlage, telling the stage manager 
that I was an amateur, too. Well. I 
actually was, wasn '( I ? 

Then, before I ·knew what was hap-. . 
penmg, I was pushed out on the stage 
myself. I had [Q do something, so I be· 
gan to sing "When You Know You're 
Not ForgOlten By the Girl You Can't 
Forget." It must have been my homely 
awkwardness that gOl the audience. In 
the middle of the song, pennies and 
nickels and dim(.'S came sailing onto tht· 
stage.

My hrst" steady job was as a Jack·of 
all trades in a movie houSt'. I sold 
tickets, played the piano. sanB. an.i 
hel ped out in the projection room when 
anOlher pair of hands was nceded - as 
they were, almost conStant ly, in chOSC' 
early days of che movies. 

While there, i Ileard about a chorus 
ca ll for George M. Cohan's '"Talk of 
New York." I got a job, but was fired 
almost immediately. when they discov. 
ered that I couldn't dance. That d idn', 
stOp me. I joined a stock company and , 
on my rerum to New York, got my 
first big break-a job with Hertig & 
.5«mon's Transatlantic Burlesquers. 
learned how to dance then . 

My mOlner had made me IOlS of lovel) 
shinwaists. I showed them to the chorus 
gi rls and suggested that I swap th t" 
blouses for dancing lessons. By the time 
I'd learned one Simple routine, I ",las 

down to one shirtwaist . But I d id gCf. 
a job in (he chorus. 

I worked myself up to- the fi rst llllt' 
and from there went into a musical 
show, '"llie Colleg(' Girls," whet(' I 
played the soubr~e .

A week latcr, I had a Ziegfeld con

the first performa nce,

/l.s pan of my vaudeville act at rhat 
lime, I did a burlCS<Jue of the song, 
' Poor Paulin~, " slOging it in different 

dialeas and as several celebrities of rhe 
<lay might do it. Then, al a party one 
1I1ghl, I sang the song as a very young 
1 hild would sing ii- with wide eyes, 
,·xaggeratcd mOlilh. fttl ~pread apa rt , 
,md roy geslUres. 

T he IInpromp~u characu:ri:tll.tion was 
J hit. We named her 8ah,kil1J, Bur she 
was temporarily forgonen when I re· 
turned 10 the "' Follies." 

Z iegfeld gave me a new song to sing 
that year. Ie was " I\1on Homme," a 
French song for which Channing Pollock 
had written English lyrics. Long known 
.lS a comedienne, a funny · looking girl 
with lusty lungs and a comedy dialect, 
I suddenly became famous for singing 
rhe very serious " My Man ." 

It wasn't umil many years later that 
8ahykim, whom I had si ntt renamed 
BttbJ Snooks, appeared on the Br~dway 
stage. Playwright Moss Han wrote the 

fi rst real routine for SnookJ, but only 
after rhe late Dave Freedman had shaped 
the chala("(e rizarion did Bab, SnookJ. as 
we know her today, make her firSf ap­
pt-arance lxofore a public audience. That 
l'vem occu rred during Ihe "Ziegfeld 
Follies" of 1932. 

In 1 'J3R, when I went to Hollywood 
ro makt; a piCture for Ml'tro·Goldwyn. 
Mayer, I was asked to guCSl on the 
"Good News" program (forerunner of 
(he present " Maxwell House Coffee 
Timl'··). What should I do ? Instead of 
.1 ~ong, I suggested SnooJu . The char­
.1(I{'f1zalion went over. and I was signed 
J.S a regular on the wl-ek ly broadcasts. 

T he leason for the SlKCess of SnooJu? 
I guess it was because parents saw little 
bits of their own children in her con· 
tinual questions. Or maybe because rheir 
own offspring 5«med like :.mgcls after 
SnookJ' pestiferies. 

You 5«, SnookJ mU$( only do what 
the average child of seven would do­
without being roo fresh or unreal. In 
appearance, SOt has the face of a mis· 
chievous cherub---happy .and smi ling. 
but curious about everyth ing. SnOOkJ 
also has a big mouth-just like mine. 
And, when she cries, the rafters shake. 
Thai is the basic SlIooks. But, through 

the y~rs. her original character has 
been added ro, from a hundred differ­
ent sources. Since my own children, 
Frances and Bill, have grown up, orher 
youngs(ers--complele strangers, perhaps 

IJave contributed to SnOOkS. 
Children are my hobby. I watch rhem 

III drug stores, getti ng sodas; in the live· 
and 'len, stretching their pennies over 
the fa bulous displays at the!Oy cOunter ; 
al1<1 on (he streets. I even collect their 
art work. I now have a collection of 
more than a hundred paintings and 
drawings, done by chi ldren all OVt'[ the 
world. About fifty of these pictures are 
now being shown at museurn~ through. 
OUt the COUntry. 

My ()(her per hobby and avocation is 
interior decorating. Even that has SnOOkJ 
in it. I like to design the kind of rooms 
a child will fed at home and com­
fonab le in. A room planned for a child 
IS fu ll of warmth and happiness. I 

. ,;labble in painting, tOO, using a child's 
simple style. 

l3ut it's SnOOkJ who keeps me young. 
She has the direct approach to life. She 
keeps me warm and human. 

As long as there are children, there 
will be a Bah, SnOOkJ. Is there any 
bener way to have a second childhood ?

newest and perhaps most novel of all - a mind-reader ? 
Yet (he record of "Dunninger, " the air show which 

takes il s name from irs mind-reading StU, speaks for itself. 
First auditioned only a yea r ago, with a sneak preview 
o ver Phi ladelphia 's KYW. then [fied OUt as a sustaining. 
non-commercial serit S over the Blue Network during the 
past fall scuon , il 3uracI(d such attention thu, . within 
four months, it had a sponsor and a five-year contract. 

Th;u 's master-minding on a g rand scale, even for radio. 
But it would be next to impossibl~ to i gnor~ a man who-­
within that s pac~ o f tim~, and while si tting quiedy at his 
desk in a New York studio - has ; (1) Read tomorrow's 
headl ines from proof-sheets in the hands of an edi to r 
s~ated in his own n~wspaper office : (2) named the play · 
Ing ("a rd chosen at random from a d« -k. by an UIl t' r 
~lranger In Toronto ; (3) id entified the serial number and 
pa int co lor of a can of Kem·Tone from among the mil ­
lions on the shelves of his sponso rs' 50,000 dealers. 

All this and mo re, 10 add iti on to reading the minds of 
rnt-moen of his studio audi ence, who are usually left both 
,at ls fi e<l and s lightly slunned . h would take a cynical soul 
Ind eed to doubt thu Dunninger h imself believes in his 
(Jwn powers, afler watching his stern concentration . If 
Dunn inger fail s, he fails firmly convinced it's the other 
fcllow 's fau h fo r willful lack o f cooperation . 

Hence Dunninger's claim o f being only about ninety 
percent right. a sco re borne OUt by b roadcast resu lts. '" I 
know," he says si mply, . what I ~an do. To those who say 
r u n ' t, I can only poim OUt that I have been doing it for 
~ome thirty years now . Let Ihem explain it." 

Most skeptics - aside from what ever natural reserva­
tIOns they may have about the ve ry existence of telepathy 

baS(' their doubts of Dunn inger on what they know of 
hiS past rcputation as one of the greatest o f all " magicians" 
In "audevi lle. Today, o n his broadcaslS. there are none of 
the pseudo-psychic tr:lppings usual!y associated with such 
theatr ics - no O ricmal tu rbans, no dimmed lights, no 
,cam ily .clad houris swishing down the aisles. 

Al one side of the s tage, there is JUSt Dunning~r, seated 
at a bare table with a mike sHapped to his chest, so he 
(d n turn to face anyone in the auditor ium, while his hands 
H e frce to jOt down nOles of random thoughts he receives 
lIoul he cao put them in sequence. W ith his receding bur 
, n il crinkly hair, he looks merely like a staid busi ness man 

perhaps a tex tile, manufacturer. like his father . His 
t,I("< ' , ~ ~rrnn.l: , hil t only his eyes arc f('allv remarkable. 

ruNE IN WED . 9 ,.ItA . E.W .T. '11 ... 1 

Keen , stcady and very black, those eyes remind people 
who know his hislory that Dunninger has a certain fame 
as a hypnotist, too. Reputable doclors have called him in. 
to treat certain ailmenrs by hypnosis. Not so scientific but 
more amusing is Ihe lale of the taxi-drive r he once hyp­
notized into lying across the backs of t wO chairs while 
three men - 4'55 pounds of rhem - stood on his stQmach . 
Larer, the subjeCt rold. reporters he felt only a slight ting­
ling in his stomach. "1 think:' he con.fided shyly, for no 
apparent reason, '"Ihal my cold is beuer, too !" 

On Ihe ot her side of the stage sit the eveni ng's judges, 
three or four , of the most impeccable standing in thei r 
own professions. They are there, nOI on ly to tan part in 
whal evef feat of ·Iegetde-brain will be the grand finale, 
but to guarantee that no trickery is involved. 

QUI in the aisles, there are no O riental dancing girls. 
JUSt a couple of young men in o rdinary suits, carrying 
hand-mikes 10 Ihose who raise the ir hanJs as signal tn.at 
it 's Iheir thoughts Dunninger is reading. or al l these ­
judges and audience al ike - no one has yet stepped for­
ward 10 claim the $10,000 the Master Mentalist has poSted 
as reward for anyone who can prove that he has ever used 
paid stooges o r accomplices in his thought-reading. 

Time was when the setting was qujt~ different. Those 
were the days when Dunninger was proving himself an ace 
il lusionist by making whole elephants disappear and by 
sawing a woman - not in half - bUI in eighlhJ. In those 
days, tOO, he had a "Company of Temple Dancers from 
Ihe Far Eas(' who passed through solid sheets of glass. 

Joseph Dunninger - to use his fult name, though he 
p refers Ihe single label with its regal ring, while his. asso· 
ciates affenionate1y call him '"Joe"- gOt an early start. He 
began, at 5, by palming money (in an honest way, of 
cou rse ) and proved so clever with his fin~rs that his parents 
boughl him a d«k of miniature ca rds to ··manipu late." 

Those sleight.of-hand Hicks served him well , when he 
had to support the family, after his father's death. At 16, 
he made his professional debut with cards and coins at 
New York 's old Eden Musee, a combination wax works 
and side-show. After that came vaudeville and, finall y, pri. 
vate mind ·reading performances for such nocables as Car­
dinal Pacelli (now Pope Pius XII), the Prince of Wales 
(now Duke of W indsor) , Thomas Edison and numerous 
United States Presidents - including bot:h Rooseveirs. 

In his days as an illusionist, he rivaled even the great 
Harry Houdini . Always a demon for making a dare, he 
defi ed the master escapist to create any stunts he himself 
couldn ' t duplicate - and made good on his challenges. 
Eventually. the twO jo ined forces against quackery in the 
fi eld of sp iritualism . Dunninger, after disrupting s~anc~s 
by re\'ealing thaI the " t-ctoplasm" was merely marsh mal· 
low ,Ind Ihat the med ium was getting "spi rit raps'" by

SOPHISTICATED swingsrcrs who g lide smoothly around the 
floor to the polished rhythms of Ina Ray Hutton could 

hardly believe their ears---or their e~wC're rhey. (0 take 
a quick glance back to the queen of the name band's "blonde 
bombshell" days. For neither musicianship nor dignity had 
much part in the, torrid "maestro's" rapid rise to fame. 

Just a few years ago, in [he late thirties. rcviewers doing 
write-ups of Ina Ray and her all-girl band, hardly bothered 
to mention the music at all. Or, if they did so, the general 
consensus was thal the less said about it the betler. Instead, 
[he gentlemen of the press grew lyric about rhe blonde 
blitz's extraordinary appeal to the bald-headed row- an 
appeal based almost emirely on a . "lush chassis" encased in 
low-cut, skin-clinging gowns, and aided nobly by a swivel ­
hipped baton tKhnique_ 

NO( that the curvacious stick-weaver has given up feminine .' 

appeal entirely nowadays_ Far from it! Her stage costum<.'S 
still give the effect of being pou red on and theatre audiences 
are treated to as many as six d ifferem changes of attire If] 

a single performance_ Bur visual appeal is now subordinated 
to musical rhythm and in personal appearances the g lamour­
ous bandleader makes a definite attempt to win over fem­
inine hearers as well as her always-faithful following of 
masculine fans_ 

No one Sttms to be able to decide which of these two 
pcrsonalities-the s,a. blonde blitz of the thirties, or rhl­
subdued and hard-working bandleader of the forties-is the 
real Ina Ray Hutton. Only Ina herself could tell , and she's 
completely convincing in her justification of her presem role. 

Perhaps the answer to the whole split personality question 
is the faa that the lovely young lady is a "made"- IlOl a 
"natural"-star, creared exaaly to specifications by show-wlsc

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promor:ers with a keen eye on whar Ihe public wants. Though 
Ina knew something about showbusiness through her IllO(her, 
Marvel Ray,' who was a professional pianist, her own early 
ca reer was in no way remarkable. The youngster seaned 
stage appearances as a singer and dancer when she was 
hardly in her teens--appearing with Gus Edwards at rhe 
Palace Theatre. From vaudeville the blue-eyed lass g raduated 
into musical comedy, singing "Full of the Ikvir' in Lew 
Leslie's "Clowns in Clover" and "'Never Had an Education" 
in George White's ··Melody." 

Though rhe act in "Melody" put the singer's name in 
lights for the first time, it wasn't ti ll the ambitious gi rl was 
dewrating the latest o f the Ziegfeld "Follies" that Lady 
Luck really glanced' her way. Lady Luck was represented in 
this case by Irving Mills, song-publisher and act·booker, and 
Alex Hyde, orchestra leader and musical director. The pair 
saw in Ina neither an extraordinarily gifted dancer nor 
singer, but they did see a beautifu l girl with a lor: of self­
confidence and push, young enough and willing enough to 

take direction-in or:her words. a por:ential star. And they 
proceeded to make her one. 

Ina's most striking asset: was a gorgeous figure-so they 
capitali~d on it by draping her in duzling and form.fining 
creations and teaching her how to wear 'em. Her naturally 
chestnut hair was bleached to an eye·catching platinum. Songs 
were chosen for her, and she was told JUSt how to sing ·em. 
And, to back up their promising· starlet, the pair hit upon 
the novelty of an all .girl orchestra. 

Most imponant of ali, the riny, hard.working novice was 
instructed in how to give the customers soCl'"lething ro " oooh" 
,lnd "ah" about. As a dancer, it didn't take Ina long to learn 
a hip.shaking technique rivaling a burlesque queen's. When 
combined with airy wavings of the baton, and frequenc 
changes in costume, the effect was devastating. And that"~ 
what the managers wanted. Apparently they worried littJt 
about top-nOlch musical quality, perhaps figuring that when 
Ina staned undulating nobody would notice the band anyway. 

'I1!e "blonde bombshell" formula certainly was successful. 
Though the aU-girl orchestra, coyly caUed the "Melodears," 
was booked into out.of.the.way spots for a while till the 
rough edges wore off, the girls, and especially Ina, radiated 
allur~J1ure that soon won them vaudeville, cabaret, and 
~ven movie fame. Significantly enough, the hennery never 
made much of a splash in radio. . 

With such success; Ina was soon making a lot of mooey. 
But she had a hard business head and ambition, in addition 
to g lamour and curves. The result was that in JUSt a few 
years she managed to buy control of herself from Mr. Mills, 
though he continued to book her. More than that, Ina Ray 
soon realized that although a freak setup might skyrocket 
her into the limelight, the appeal of a band based on show· 
manship rather than music was definitely limited. Perhaps 
she had an eye, (00, on the magic money of radio--money 
which wasn't coming her way. The all-girl orchest13 had 
difficulty in getting contracts for rhe best hotel spor:s, as well. 

At any rate, by 1939 the "blonde bombshell of rhythm,'· 
s(ill only twenty-two, had decided on a complere transfor­
mation. She sent Billy lisch, her long-time arranger, to Pitts­
burgh to recruit an all·male band of fourteen men and whiF 
it into shape fo r her. Soon the businesswoman-maestro Wal 

again 00 the road with the new band, but hardly recogniz· 
able as the same girl. Hard work had cut pounds from th( 
once-lush figure till now it was slim and delicately curved. 
The chestnut hair emerged once more. Keynote of the per 
formances was dignity and charm, with a distinct bid fO! 



feminine approval. Reviewers, shak ing their heads in wonder, 
chorused that the lady was almOS!: demure. 

Most" outstanding change, howC'Ver, was in [he music 
itsdf. Wht'fe rhe feminine outfic arrempred co prove its 
abiliry co compete in a ma.sculine field by stridenr brassiness, 
almosr blasting the ogling bald·headed row out of their 
seats, this all·male agg~gation was capably turning out 
music that could stand on its own~en without the Hurron 
snappy figger to steam things up. Moreover, the jittC'r-bug 
rhythm of the early days had given way . to a style more 
sweet than hOt and quite smooch and polished. 

Ina Ray could (ell che answer [0 chis metamorphosis easily 
enough. Though she'd played the piano from a child, she 
really didn 't know much about leading a band Of such tech· 
nicalities as arrangements when she surted her shim-sham 
stick-swishing. But, in rhe years between her debut and the 
launching of the new band, the gal was tOO smart co go on 
being an ignoramus. Spare moments were few, for looking 
glamofous on fi .... e·a-day schedu les is a superhuman task, but 
the hard ·headed mis, found time to learn a good deal about 
her real job-music. 

These musical changes brought faS( results, nO( only in 
popu larity bue in the respea:fu l attitude accorded che male 
band by prominent members of ehe profession . The new 
orchestra was only a few monchs old when Tommy Dor~ 
!'lamed Miss Hucton 's outfit as ·' the band most likely co 
succeed in 1940." His ptediaion was fulfilled when Ina Ray 
and her boys raced a stay at the Astor only a shore while lacer. 

H Ina Ray's one transformation were the whole story. it 
wouldn·t seem so strange. Buc the Chicago-born rhythm girl 
has been baffling interviewers for quite a while now. She 
has a disconcerting way of shuttling back and forth between 
her two personalities which lea .... es professional personality 
sleuchs completely bewildered. NOt only does the shade of 
hair vary, buc the whole make-up of the girl who owns ic 
seem to vary wich it. As late as 1942, the show·bwiness 
Bible and erade paper, Variety, indignantly staced: ··At one 
poinc in Ina Ray Hurron's repertoire, one of her musicians 
places a baby spot on che lip of the pit platform. The house 
then darkens and' the spodight diffuses a wafm glow---oo the 
rear of Miss Hutton's eloquent torsO! And that's the cenor 
of Miss Hutton·s entire act ... " 

Though some· have found the Jekyll.Hyde bacon-wielder 
just as sophisticated and sex·appealish offstage as on, ochers 
are just as e1oql!.ent over het unaffected gi rlish directness 
and nai .... ete, when they find her lounging in her dressing 
room all dressed up in high-buttoned blouse and an old 
brown skirr. And Ina Ray herself doesn 'c help much because 
she absolutely refuses to talk about her privat~ life, fl.atly 
stating that she hasn·t time for any. 

A few faas ha .... e seeped out abouc her- such as chac she 
has three life·sa .... ing swimming medals to-decorate hersclf 
with, as well as a diamond and emerald bracelet. In reality 
che delicately.built five-fOO(·twoer is quite an athlete, being 
an expert at tennis and horseback riding as well. The rhychm 
queen·s idea of a good time is a curried chicken dinner­
plus a chance to dance rhumbas and tangos to the runes of 
somebody e1sc's orchestra. But no matter how much (un Ina·s 
having, she always goes CO bed early to be fresh and ready 
for hard work the next morni ng. 

For, above ali, Ina Ray is a business woman, doing a 
strenuous man's job, and doing it so well that she·s way up 
on cop among leading male orchestra leaders. Rhythm and 
a band are her life, and n<xhing's permitted to interfere 
with the position o( Ina Ray Hutton,queen of til(: name bands.

For producer·director Anton M. Leader ("Tony" to 
friends ) has a theory about realism .in radio dramas. The 
hroad shouldered former laborer believes that the cast of a 
play should fe·live in the studio, as far as possible, the 
,.(fual cvenlS being portrayed-and since "Words at War" 
. onSlsts entIrely of dramatizations of current war books, 
Ihe t-venlS are usually far from pleasant. 

Take Mark Murphy's book, '·Eighty.Thr« Days : The Sur· 
vlval of Seaman Izzi, " for example. The script adaptation

"Rinso White," and Boyd suddenly found himself with a new job. Unusual jobs. 
however, arc no rarity to the Brooklyn-born, New Jers~-educated whistler. At 36, 
Henry is a veteran of 21 years in radio and a top rnm in his field . doing " hum 
Jenny's" canary, Dicky, among many ocher strange assignments. 
. He chose the bobwhite that day simply because it 's the easicst- no [fills or double 

tones. Most difficult in all his. repertory of some fony bi rd calls is the Townsend 
thrush- two tones at once, on a susrail)cd nore. Blue-eyed and slight, rhe bird 
imitator points to his vanishi ng hair as one of the occupational hazards of his odd 
profession . ·· Most )of uS Sl-em to Wow bal(l," he says. ·· Maybe we Mow our hair off !"
